Practice reading this selection in an interesting way. Use your voice to show the character’s feelings. Read slowly to show sadness or a heavy mood, read faster to show the character’s excitement.

Step 2: Meet with two classmates who are reading a different book. Read your chosen passages to your classmates.
Ask each other questions to find out more about these scenes and the story as a whole.

Imagine this:
You are the main character of your book. You have just barely survived this really dangerous and dramatic situation and you want to share this experience with the world.
You have found the blog "I survived" and feel that this is the right place to post your personal experiences.
Write a blog entry about the most dramatic moments that you have recently experienced. Tell your readers lots of details. Describe the scene -- make sure we can see it in front of our eyes. What was going on around you? What did you do? How did you feel about it?

After getting feedback from your teacher, revise your text carefully. Use your teacher's comments and tips to make your text perfect.
Then paste your text into SWAY and add a fitting picture. To do that just type in a keyword and use one of the free pictures that SWAY suggests.

Tips for audio files
The audio files that your students create for tasks 3 and 4 can be stored on different platforms. Depending on your school’s IT environment you might use: Moodle, Google Classroom, Teams or Padlets. Make sure the students can listen to each other’s recordings. This will make the task a lot more interesting and the students will learn from each other.

How to set up your own SWAY
Go to  the Microsoft SWAY app by using your Microsoft account.
Create a SWAY and add a title and an example text and picture to get it started and show the learners what you expect them to do.
Share the SWAY with your students and tell them to work on one block only. Their block consists of a heading card (with a picture) and a text card. To organize this very efficiently, I usually create such an empty block (Heading and Textfield) for each of the students in the class. I write their names into the heading boxes. That way every student can quickly find their space and start working. You can change the order of the entries later.
Warning: You’ll need to share two different links to the SWAY 
· the viewing link (it says …”play” at the end)
· and the editing link
