Summer Jobs for Kids

Summer's here, and there are a number of jobs to do to earn some extra pocket money. If you work hard and have a bit of luck, you can build up a successful business in no time!

1 Lawn Mowing
Many people don't want to care for their own garden in the summer when the lawn needs to be mowed every other week. Why don't you take over? Lawn mowing is the right job for anyone who likes to be outdoors. It's important to actively look for customers and offer a low price. Drive through your neighbourhood and look for lawns that need mowing. As soon as you've found one, leave a flyer so that you can be contacted. Lawn mowing is hard work, but you can earn decent money.

2 House sitting and pet sitting
Summer is holiday time. But when everybody leaves for their vacation, someone has to watch the pets or collect the mail and newspapers from the mailbox. With this job it's important that people have trust in you. In the end, you'll be watching their house and their dog. Best get in touch with everybody you know and tell them you're looking for this kind of work. Also make sure you get on well with the pet before you agree to do the job.

The Red Cross offers such courses for 11- to 15-year-olds.

Protect your child from the sun! 
In the past, many parents thought it was healthy for their children to be in the sun while doing outdoor activities. 

A part of the sun's energy contains rays of invisible ultraviolet (UV) light. When ultraviolet light rays enter the skin, they damage the skin cells. Sunburn, for example, is an injury of the skin that we can see. But ultraviolet light also causes invisible damage to skin cells which adds up, year after year. 

The only way to prevent such damage to the skin is to protect it. Sun protection should begin the first time children go outside and continue throughout life.   Therefore, sun prevention in childhood is very important to prevent skin cancer later in life.

Teach your child to follow the "ABC for fun in the sun":

A = AWAY. Stay away from the sun in the middle of the day.
Midday sun contains the most intense rays. Plan your outdoor activities before 10 a.m. and after 4 p.m. and avoid long periods of direct sun exposure. Sit or play in the shade.

B = BLOCK.   Spread it evenly over all uncovered skin, including ears and lips and apply it about 30 minutes before going outside. Don't forget to reapply the sun cream approximately every two hours, even on cloudy days.

C = COVER UP. Wear a T-shirt and a hat and never play or work outdoors without a shirt.    Sunglasses that block ultraviolet rays protect the eyes and eyelids.


 After 20 to 30 years or more, the built-up damage appears as wrinkles and even skin cancer.
  Use sun cream with a sun protection factor of 30 or higher.
 In addition to filtering out the sun, clothing reflects heat and helps keep you feeling cool.
 Today we know however that staying in the sun has many unhealthy effects, such as early aging of the skin and skin cancer.
 We get about 80 percent of our total lifetime sun exposure in the first 18 years of life.

Nessie, the monster of Loch Ness

The Loch Ness is a lake in Scotland.   The lake is very cold and dark and some people believe that there's a monster living in it: the Loch Ness Monster.

The Loch Ness Monster, which many people called "Nessie", was first seen in 565 A.D. when Saint Columba rescued a swimmer from a lake monster.   But only from 1933 onwards, when a road was built around Loch Ness, did a large number of people report that they had seen Nessie.

On 14th April 1933, the owners of the Drumnadrochit Hotel saw something like a body floating in the sea.   The first photograph was taken in 1933 but you could only see what seemed to be a tail, lifted 3 feet above the surface. He was out on his motorbike when he saw the beast run across the road. He said it had a long neck, a smooth body and flippers. He compared it to an ancient dinosaur.

In 1960, Tim Dinsdale filmed the monster while he was visiting Loch Ness. Nobody believed him, but he himself was so convinced of what he had seen that he spent the next twenty years trying to find the monster.

Scientists have made a number of suggestions about the type of animal which could live in Loch Ness as a "monster".   Recent studies have shown that some water dinosaurs were warm-blooded like humans. Dr. Roy Mackal, a Loch Ness researcher, thinks it could be a kind of whale. But if there was a whale in the loch then there would be more sightings, because it would have to breathe on the surface.

It seems most likely that the sightings of "Nessie" could be underwater waves, which sometimes occur in deep cold lakes and push stones and other stuff from the ground of the lake to the surface.   In 2003, a team of specialists thoroughly examined Loch Ness, but they saw no signs of any large living animal there. If "Nessie" really does exist, it is extremely difficult to find and most of the reported sightings have turned out to be fakes. Yet, as a result of so much publicity, Loch Ness has become a major tourist attraction.
