Reporting Activity

1. Choose a famous person from the list. Don’t tell the other groups who you chose!

2. Go to the links provided and fill in the answers to the interview questions (next page). You can also add your own questions.

3. Every groups gets a turn to perform the interview. There is one interviewer, one interviewee (= the famous person you chose) and two reporters. The interviewer asks the interviewee the questions, the interviewee answers. The reporters directly report what has been said in the interview.

Example: 
Interviewer: What are you working at, at the moment?
Reporter 1: He asked what she is working at. / He asks her what she is working at.
Interviewee: I am working on a new movie.
Reporter 2: She said she is working on a new movie. / She says she is working on a new movie.

4. Based on the reports, the other groups have to guess which famous person they are interviewing.
