How Ketchup is made
Find the phrases in passive and underline them.
The Ketchup-making process starts when the tomato paste is transported to the factory from the warehouse. The crates are opened and go to the paste dumper, where the paste is squeezed out of the package. After the paste is extracted, it is mixed with water to give it a smoother consistency. Welcome to the den. My name is Nadine Linschinger and I am a dragon. My colleagues, the three other dragons and me are already waiting for your presentations in the dragon’s den. In this video, I will give you five tips that help you to prepare the presentation of your invention. In the second part of this video, you will learn what the content of your presentation will be. Watch both videos and keep our tips in mind for the perfect presentation! 

General tips (Nadine):
· Number one. Be prepared. Practice your presentation beforehand, maybe by looking into a mirror and practice to speak freely. If you look at your cards all the time, the dragons will think that you don’t know how your own invention works. Also think about answers to questions the dragons may ask. It is important that you know all the details about your invention because if you don’t know them, who does?
· Number two. Be engaging. Look excited about your invention. It is your brain baby so it’s your job to tell us, the dragons, why it is great. If you yourself don’t think your invention is great, why should the dragons invest in it?
· Number three. Describe your invention clearly. If the dragons have to ask “What does that mean?”, you have lost. You want the dragon’s money, so you must tell them very clearly what your invention can do and why people will buy it.
· Number four. Use your time wisely. You have about 3 minutes to present your idea in front of the dragons. Set a timer at home when you are practicing your presentations so you can be sure to fit all the important information into three minutes. The dragons don’t have more time, so if your presentation is too long, you will be stopped.
· Number five. The last tip. Be natural. Don’t be too nervous and don’t sound like a robot. Your dragon’s den presentation should sound relaxed and confident. You know that you have a great product so be yourself and sell it!
These tips should help you with the question “how should I do my presentation?” For more information about what should be in the presentation, watch the second part of this video. I wish you best of luck for your presentation! See you in the den!

Content tips (Marlene):
Welcome back to the den. I have heard that you all are coming to the den to get our money for your invention. But in order to get this investment, you have to convince us of your product. My fellow dragon Nadine has already provided you with useful tips for the preparation of your presentation.
As I am a nice dragon and only spit fire when I do not get all the information I need for my investment, I will share with you some tips about what should be included in your presentation:
1. Spark the dragon’s interest with a catchy slogan for your invention. Every good invention needs a good slogan. If the dragons invest in your invention, they want that the product is sold to millions of people. Catch the dragons’ interest at the beginning of your presentation by presenting your unique slogan!
2. Get personal and tell the dragons why you came up with the idea for your invention.Everybody loves a good story – so do the dragons. We are interested in how you came up with your invention. Was it in the middle of the night? Was it on the toilet? I am curious!
 3. Share your USP (unique selling proposition). Tell the dragons what your invention does that others don’t. We hear about hundreds of new inventions every week, so it is important that you tell us why your invention is so special that we should put all our money into it.
 4. Think of a clear target group and tell the dragons to whom your invention should be sold to. In order to come up with the right marketing for your invention, we need to know who exactly the target group is – saying ‘it’s everybody and their dog’ does not count. Think about for whom you have designed your invention and who would be interested to buy it.
5. Use visual representations in your presentation. The dragons should know what your invention looks like. Sometimes words are not enough… Bring a drawing, make a power point slide with a sketch – it doesn’t matter how you show us, as long as we then have a clear picture of how your invention looks like. Nobody wants to invest in something they have no idea about how it looks.
6. As I want you to be successful in the den, here’s a little bonus tip for you: There might be some extra questions after your presentation by the dragons. The questions could be about how your invention is made or how much it should cost in the shops. Be prepared to answer these questions about your invention. But shhh! Do not tell the other dragons that I have shared this secret with you!
With these tips, you should be able to succeed in the den and convince the dragons of your invention. I am already looking forward to hearing about your great invention ideas! See you in the den!
