We always start with a content / topic that seems appropriate or necessary at a certain stage or moment. Then we think of a final performance task (speaking and writing) that the students should be able to do at the end of a module. Depending on these tasks, we decide what kind of language (vocabulary and grammar) the students need to complete these tasks and we prepare vocab cards that contain the necessary phrases and grammar structures, and we prepare grammar and vocab activities to practice this language and make it automatic (create automatic patterns in the learners’ brains).
