KEY: We use “there is” to talk about ONE thing, and “there are” to talk about more than one thing. 

If we describe a room, we say what “THERE IS” in the room.  
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What’s wrong in this house?  
Some of the furniture is in the wrong room. Example: 

1. There’s an armchair in the kitchen. The armchair should be in the living room. 

2. There is a shower in the bedroom. The shower should be in the bathroom. 

3. There is a bathtub in the bedroom. The bathtub should be in the bathroom. 

4. There is a small table in the bathroom. The small table should be in the living room. 

5. There is a bed in the living room. The bed should be in the bedroom. 

6. (There is a shelf in the bedroom. The shelf should be in the living room.)
