The Focus of this Lesson is the Question: Why Does the Word toA 0 (pol/i) Sometimes
Have Different Forms?

What you need to know about oA0 (poli) is that there are two types.
First, there's the adverb moA0 (poli) meaning "very", "very much," or "a lot."

And second, there's the declinable adjective 0 moOAOG, N MOAAR, To TOAD (o polis, i poli, to
poli) in the masculine, feminine, and neuter gender respectively, meaning "many" for
measurable things or "much" for non-measurable things like the noun "knowledge", for
example.

TOAD (poli) as an adverb

First, let's see the first type, where oAU (poli) is an adverb.

In this case, it is not declined and it can be used in combination with verbs, adverbs,
adjectives and participles.

For example:

1. XwoviCeL moAD. (Hionizi poli.) (verb + moAD) "It's snowing a lot."
2. Tpww MOAL ypryopa. (Tréo poli grigora.) (MOAL + adverb) "I eat very fast."

3. Elvot moAD KaAdG avBpwroc. (Ine poli kalés dnthropos.) (MOAD + adjective) "He is a
very good man."

4. E{vat moAd ekvevplopévoc. (Ine poli eknevrizménos.) (MOAD + participle) "He is very
irritated."

Many people, including native Greeks, misspell it, because they confuse the adverb with
the adjective o0 MOADG, N MOAAR, To TOAD (0 polis, i poli, to poli, meaning "many/much").

Here are some sample sentences:



1. Z'oyarmnw moAD.
S"agapo poli.
"I love you very much."

2. TolvtepveT €dw elval TOAD apyo.
To internet ed6 ine poli argo.
"The internet here is very slow."

As an adjective

The adjective is declined in all 3 genders and is always used to define a noun. Therefore, it
always needs to "agree" with the noun's gender, number, and case.

Let's see some sample sentences:

1. ESW vndpxel moOALG B6pLBOC. (EdGS ipdrhi polis thérivos.) (masculine) "There is too
much noise here."

2, Tpww MOAAR cokoAdTa. (Tréo poli sokoldta.) (feminine) "I eat a lot of chocolate."
3. MEQTEL MOAD XLOVL. (Péfti poli hiéni.) (neuter) "It's snowing a lot."

4. EXEL¢ MOANODG papkadépoug. (Ehis polis markadérus.) (masculine) "You have
many markers."

5, H Mapia €xeL mMOAAEC TodvTeC. (I Maria éhi polés tsdndes.) (feminine) "Mary has
many handbags."

6. ‘EXW TOAAG TadL4. (Eho pold pedid.) (neuter) "I have many children."

Keep in mind that in the plural, the adjective is spelled with double Aduda (AA).
For example:
1. 20V TO £l MTOAAEC POPEC.

Su to ipa polés forés.
"I told you many times."



2. Népaoav MoAAG xpdvia amnd TOTE.
Pérasan pold hrénia apo tote.
"Many years passed by ever since."

Language Tip

If you are unsure of which type of moA0 (poli) to use, just think of the word that it will be
defining. If itis a noun, then you need to use the adjective type in the correct form. If it will
be used to define any other word, then you need to use the indeclinable adverb.
