· Know your topic well

· Plan your presentation: In what order do you want to present the information?

· Use keywords and keyphrases. Write them on filecards

· Practice speaking independently. Use your filecards to guide you, but do not read off.

· Show 2-3 pictures and some keywords or phrases on OHTs.

· For your OHTs use very big, dark fonts 
(20 pt or more)

· During the presentation: Look at one or two friends in the last row and talk to them. Speak loudly and clearly.
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· Choose a topic that really interests you. (22pt)
· Know your topic well

· Plan your presentation: In what order do you want to present the information? (18pt)
