Portfolio work: Writing

1. My Dream House: Describe your house in detail and draw it on an A4 sheet. Make a nice drawing, you will also need it for your speaking homework.Use the time to write perfect, long, detailed texts about the following topics. Use your old homework texts, correct them and add more details. Write each text on a clean sheet and decorate it nicely for your portfolio. 
Remember: In your portfolio you want to show your BEST WORK. Show what you can do in English and make sure you do your best.

2. My Home: Describe your house or apartment. Tell us what it looks like outside, what rooms you have and describe some of the rooms. You may use the letter that you sent to your Spanish pen-friend for this purpose. If it is perfect, just print it out. If it is OK, add new details to make it perfect.
3. My Room: Draw a floor-plan of your room and describe your room in detail.  Write as much as you can.
4. 1a Fashion Catalogue: Design a page for the 1a Fashion Catalogue. Draw a picture of a cool outfit. Include lots of details (shoes, socks, belts, jewelry, ….)  We will put all the pages together into a cool 1a Fashion Catalogue.
Number all the things and describe them in detail. Don’t forget to tell the price of each item.
