Time Intro for the teacher:
Step 1: Introduce the clock-time to the learners. Go through the sample phrases on the “help card” (next page).
Step 2: Bingo
Copy one Bingo card per student. The students fill in times (5 minute steps). Then announce times randomly. The learners tick of the ones they have heard. The first player who has ticked off a row (horizontal/ vertical/ or diagonal) wins the game. Depending on time, keep playing for a second and third winner.
