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THE STORY

In the early 1600's people in England could only be part of one church: The Church of England. Some people – called the Puritans - wanted to make religion "pure" again, but they were not allowed to. So they decided to leave England.  In 1609 they left and more and more people joined them. 
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THE VOYAGE: 

On September 6, 1620 the Pilgrims, boarded a ship called the Mayflower. They wanted to travel to the New World. On the passenger list were Pilgrims, also known as the "saints" and others, whom the Pilgrims called the "strangers". The trip to the New World took many weeks. Since the ship was made of wood, the passengers could not build fires, so the food had to be eaten cold. Many of the passengers became sick and some even died. 

THE MAYFLOWER COMPACT: 

On their long journey the Saints and the Strangers had many conflicts, but when they landed they had a meeting and decided that they should all be considered equal. They formed one group out of the two groups, and were all called Pilgrims.

THE FIRST WINTER: 

The Mayflower landed at Plymouth, north of Cape Cod, Massachusetts in November. This was very bad timing as the Pilgrims did not have time to plant food for the winter. The first winter was very harsh for the new settlers. The cold temperatures and snow made it very difficult for the Pilgrims to build their houses. Out of the group of Pilgrims, only about half survived the first winter. 
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THE NATIVE AMERICANS: On March 16, 1621 an American Indian named Samoset arrived at the settlement and frightened the Pilgrims until he called out "Welcome" in English. It was difficult for the Pilgrims and Samoset to speak to each other, but he still stayed for awhile and even spent the night. Samoset left the next day and returned a few days later with an English speaking American Indian named Squanto. Squanto taught the Pilgrims how to hunt, fish, and grow corn. 
THE FIRST THANKSGIVING: 

Because of Squanto's help, the Pilgrims had a very successful harvest the next year and had a lot of food for the upcoming winter. The Pilgrim's had a day of celebration to give thanks sometime in the middle of October. The Pilgrims invited Squanto and many other American Indians to join their celebration. The Native Americans also brought some deer for everyone to eat.   The Thanksgiving feast lasted for three days. 

 THANKSGIVING: 

The custom of celebrating after harvest time became an annual event. Today, Thanksgiving is celebrated on the second Monday of October in Canada and on the fourth Thursday of November in the United States
