Play in groups of 3 – 4

One of you is the language monitor who reminds the others to speak English all the time. Who is it?

Put your counters to the start at the bottom of the tree.

The youngest player starts and rolls the die. Move along the chain of stars according to the number on the die. Ask another player to pick up a question card and read the question to you. Answer the question in as much detail as possible. When the other players are satisfied with your answer hand the die to the next player.

Describe your Christmas tree? What kind of decoration do you have?

Have you ever had a Christmas tree in a pot?

Have you ever had an artificial Christmas tree?

Do you have real candles or electric lights on your Christmas tree?

Do you have candy on your Christmas tree?

What do you usually do after opening the gifts?

What are your Christmas wishes for this year?

Do you sing carols or play music on Christmas Eve?

What do you do on the morning of Christmas Day (25th)?

Do you have a typical lunch on Christmas Day (25th)? Who is invited? Where is it?

Did you make any presents yourself this year? What?

Are you going away in your Christmas holidays? Where?

What are you going to do in your Christmas holidays?

Do you help decorating the Christmas tree? Who does it in your family?

What is your favorite Christmas carol? (English or German)

What is a candy-cane? (Zuckerspazierstock auf Amerikanischen Christbäumen)

Who are the three wise men? (die heiligen 3 Könige)

Do you know any English or American cookies or Christmas desserts (Nachspeisen)?

(gingerbread men, chocolate chip cookies, Christmas pudding, fudge, ...)

Who brings the presents to English and American children? (Santa Claus)

How does he enter (hereinkommen) the house? (Through the chimney , durch den Kamin)

What do many Americans eat for dinner on Christmas Day? (turkey, Truthahn)

How do you say “Frohe Weihnachten” in English? (Merry Christmas)

Do you know another word for “Christmas gifts”? (Christmas presents)
