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There are two camels, the Bactrian and the Dromedary. The Bactrian is the smallest camel. It’s about two metres high. It has two humps. It lives in the deserts of central Asia, where the winters are very cold. Its long dark-brown hair keeps it warm. The Dromedary is bigger than its cousin, the Bactrian camel. It has one hump. It lives in the deserts of Africa.

Camels store fat in their humps. This means that when there is no food in the dry season, camels can survive. Their humps become smaller. When it rains again, the hump gets bigger.
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How can camels survive for days with no water? The answer is that they don’t lose very much water. One drink is enough for several days. In the wet season, camels can survive for many weeks without drinking. When they do find water, they can drink as much as 100 litres in a minute. 

Camels have heavy eyelids and eyelashes to protect them from sand and storms. Their flat toes help them to walk on hot sand. Their humps help them to survive with no food and very little water. They’re the perfect desert animals!
