What to study for the 3rd English test:
1. Make sure all your old workshops are completely finished.

2. Practice and study the past tense (also the irregular verbs on WS 4 of the past tense workshop. You need not know all the other irregular verbs on the colored cards.

3. Practice asking questions in the past tense. (Did you go swimming on the weekend?...)

4. Practice negative sentences in the past tense. (No, I did not go swimming, I went to the cinema.)

5. Giving directions: Practice telling the way in town. Study the phrases in the old workshop.

6. Study all the vocabulary of the new workshops (in town, shops, places)

7. Make sure you have corrected all your homework errors and written the correct sentences on vocab-cards. Study these cards (walk and talk and write and check).

8. ☺☺☺ If you feel you need more practice do some running dictations with the little sample texts in the workshops or walk around your room and read the texts aloud many times. (Sing them, say them in a sad voice, in a happy voice, like a teacher, like your neighbor…)
