What to study for the 3rd test

· Reading comprehension: In test 3 you will have to read a short text and answer some questions about it. To practice this, read the texts in the new past-tense workshop and read some picture books from our box in class.
· Vocabulary topics:
· Describing your house/home/room: Revise the vocabulary that you need to describe your home.
· Clothes: Revise the vocabulary of clothes in your workshop package. Make sure you can describe the clothes in detail (colors, patterns, materials, details…)
· Describing people: Revise the vocabulary that you need to describe people and faces
· Past tense: 
· Study the irregular verbs in the new workshop and do all the exercises very carefully.
· Practice asking questions in the past: Did you go to the cinema yesterday?  (NOT: Did you went) 
· Practice positive (yes) and negative (no) sentences in the past: 
· For example: Yesterday I studied for my math test but I did not do my English homework.
· Yesterday I went to school by bus, I did not go by bike.
· Old stuff: Look at all the texts that Mrs. Pö has corrected for you. Revise them carefully for your portfolio.
· Practice with your vocab cards: walk and talk, and write and check
· Check your old workshop packages and complete them. This will be the best practice for the test.
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
