Workshop
What you need:  


· A3 paper

· pictures, crayons, scissors, glue

· vocabulary box and lots of cards

· any Harry Potter items you have

· Dictionaries (German – English): 


	


1. Let's meet the characters: Who are your favorite characters in the Harry Potter books?

2. Setting the scene: Where do the stories play? Let's list and describe some of the settings

3. Storytime: We'll read the first chapter of The Chamber of Secrets. Who are the characters? What do we know about them? We'll write simple character portraits full of good adjectives. We'll learn how to find these words in the dictionary.

4. Poster session: Work in groups of 3 and choose a character or setting. Design an A3 poster presenting your character or setting. Your poster should include an illustration (draw, paint or make a collage) and a detailed description. Have your text checked before you put in on the poster.

5. Collecting vocabulary: After reading the first chapter work with a partner and choose 20 important vocabulary items that you would like to remember. Write them on cards. Have your cards checked before you study them.

6. Harry Potter vocab activity: Use your new Harry Potter vocab. cards for this activity. You'll need your crayons or felt-tip pens. Pick a card, read the English word or phrase and decide what color fits best for this expression. For example: 

Owl: 
I'd use brown or grey, because that's its true color. 

Harry has a scar on the forehead. 
Could be red because of the blood that was involved.

Harry whispered tonelessly. 

Could be light grey or pale blue, a color that you can hardly see.

Then compare your cards and colors with 2 classmates (groups of 3) and explain why you have chosen these colors.

7. Harry Potter Bingo: We'll use the vocab cards to play bingo in class.

Then choose one of the following activities: Work in groups of three 

8. Choose three posters that you really like. Invent a new scene where these characters meet in your favorite setting. Write the scene and be prepared to read it out to the class.

9. Follow the instructions of task 8, but rather than writing a story chapter, write a short script and act it out in front of the class.

10. Design a catalog of any shop in Diagon Alley describing the latest fashion of robes, wands, broomsticks etc. Invent new items for future books.

11. Prepare a Harry Potter quiz. Write 30 – 50 question cards (10 – 15 per person) and give the answers on the back of the cards. You might also want to design a gameboard to go with this quiz. 

12. Homework: After watching the film write a personal review of the book or the film. Use your reading diary for this task.

What did/didn't you like? If you have read the book, what was left out in the film, what was new? What did you like better, the book or the film? Who was your favorite character? If you played a part in the film, who would you like to be? Why?

13. Study the new vocabulary. Work with your cards for and hand in your practice sheet as proof of your vocab. work.
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
