




Homework Regulations
Dear Students,



Homework should be more than just a waste of time for students and teachers. Just writing a text and then filing it is not very meaningful. You will make the same mistakes again and again, nothing will change. If, however, you spend some time looking at my feedback and corrections and try to understand them, you’ll learn and improve.

Please take this step very seriously, it is the best and most efficient way to improve your English. It makes your homework meaningful for you and my time and comments are not wasted. 

Please stick to the following rules for homework and text-writing.

1. Always enter new homework into your memo-books.

2. Check your memo-books every afternoon.
3. Do your homework carefully. Read through your text before handing it in and correct little errors yourself. Make sure your texts are interesting and meaningful. Good texts are written with real readers in mind, not for teachers only. (Titles, leads, layout…)

4. Always put your name on your sheet. We lose too much class-time doing detective work and finding the authors of homework texts. From now on anonymous homework will simply be put in the black box between the blackboards. You can pick it up during breaks. Hand it in next time. 
5. After getting my feedback correct your work CAREFULLY. This is the MOST IMPORTANT part. Here you learn new things. This is your chance to improve. Please write new phrases on cards and rewrite/reprint your text nicely. Underline or highlight all the corrected parts in your second draft. This helps you focus on the difficult areas one more time. It also helps me check your corrections. 


If you do not understand my comments or corrections please ask me. The best time to 
do this is during workshops, when everybody is busy working. 

Important!!! Hand in your 2nd draft package in a plastic pocket


Your package must include: 





2nd draft (highlight changes and write 2nd draft in the top right corner)




1st draft with my corrections (write 1st draft in the top right corner)



3-5 vocab./correction cards: Write short sentences or phrases on the 


cards, not single words.

Please understand that your 2nd draft package can only be assessed if it is complete. I spend many hours every week marking homework for my students and often read the same texts 2 -3 times. If I cannot compare versions I waste a lot of time. I’d prefer to use this time to give you concrete, helpful feedback and tips. For this reason incomplete packages will be returned unmarked.
