Reading Project II

Dear students,



In our second reading project you will have to work independently with only the help of different substitution teachers. Please do all the tasks carefully and work efficiently during the English lessons. You have 7 periods to complete the workshop. I will be back from Ireland on Tuesday, June 24th. Please have your project ready on that day. If you cannot finish the tasks during class periods, complete your workshop at home.
1. Before you start to read your new book fill in worksheet 1 (Pack your Bags).

2. Homework: Read as much as you can and write a first entry into your reading diary. Please don’t just sum up the plot. Write about your feelings and thoughts about the story and its characters. See our Tips for Keeping a Reading Diary for ideas. Guess what is going to happen next. Write non-stop for about 10 minutes.
3. In class work in your group and do the workshop tasks. It would be best to work in pairs and then compare your results with the rest of the group. Do the tasks very carefully. 
4. Homework: Prepare your Museum Displays for the presentation on June 24th. 

5. In class plan a guided tour through your museum.
6. Homework: Finish your book and write a second entry (10 minutes, non-stop writing) into your reading diary. What did you like best? What would you change? Does the story or any of its characters remind you of any real life experiences?

7. Vocabulary Work:  Work with a partner. Choose 10 phrases that you would like to remember. Write them on a worksheet and have them checked by a teacher. Then write the correct phrases on vocab cards. Choose a suitable color to underline your phrase. (Hand in your new cards with the workshop)
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
