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1. Write a letter

Remember:
We use the simple past tense to talk about  specific past events (Ereignisse) (Yesterday I crossed the oasis and met a nice girl.)

We use the present perfect tense to say what has happened in general (irgendwann bisher) (I have already met some nice friends…)

We use the simple present to describe present states and habits and 

The present progressive to say what is happening at the moment.

You may use your book to find names and specific details. Do not copy whole sentences from your book. I will notice immediately and you will lose lots of points.
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
