3B First session
Introduction – I hope you all have had a fantastic summer!  I look forward to hearing about all of your vacations over the coming weeks.  For those of you who do not know me, my name is Mrs. Brown.   Address any new faces.  Let me see how good my memory is working today – run through classes names.
My summer Activity.  I have been in your class before but this is the first year for me to be your teacher, so I think it would be nice to start things off by telling you a few things about my summer!  On this A5 piece of paper I want you to take notes – only keywords.  You will have to listen carefully, because I have told 1 lie in each of the stories, and your job is to decide which fact is a lie.
· Please feel free to raise your hand if you want to ask questions, but please don’t blurt out your comments or questions so that it does not disrupt the class.  At the end of the story you can raise your hands and ask me questions to try and figure out the lie.
Switzerland -   my summer started with a trip to Switzerland.  My husband my dog and myself went to the Bernese Oberland.  To Wengen a beautiful mountain village at about 1,300 meters.    
· How many of you have heard of the town of Wengen?  What do you know about Wengen?
I have always wanted to go to Wengen, because of the ski race.  Last year a guy that I grew up with got 13th in the World Cup race in Wengen, and in 2009 he got 3rd place.  This summer though we had to take a train all the way up to the Jungfraujoch, between the Jungfrau and the Monch, to the highest railway station in Europe is located 3,454 metres above sea level.  Once we got there we hiked across a glacier to a mountain hut, and looked out at the south face of the Eiger.  There were many people at the train station, tourists from all over the world, but only a few hiked across the glacier.  At the train station there were lots of restaurants, an observatory to monitor the weather, and ice caves which we walked through.  We didn’t see any sporting events while we were up there, but in the past they have played soccer matches, cricket games, and had boxing events out on the glacier.  We ate at an Indian restaurant and then we hiked back down to Wengen.

Desert Trail – my dad and two of his friends have been doing  2 hikes a year for the last 12 years on the desert trail – from Mexico to Canada.  This summer I joined him for one of the sections through a canyon in northern Nevada.  
There is no real trail but it is really only GPS coordinates and animal tracks to follow.  So, it is always a bit of an adventure!  We started the hike into the canyon early in the morning.  
The canyon was wide at the beginning, but got narrower and there were more boulders and plants and water than we had imagined there would be so we were glad we started early, because it took us a lot longer than we had expected.  My dad chose to go first and I had to try and follow in his footsteps the best I could.
Because of the fear of rattlesnakes -  skin we found.  And the day didn’t get very warm that day so I was always a bit nervous of stepping on a snake.  Only found two nonpoisonous ones, but they still made me jump a mile.  
Some of the most interesting things we found were obsidian chips and flakes all over the canyon floor. The Native American Indians would have used the canyon for hunting.  
We made it about half way down the canyon and it started to rain. We worried that it might rain all day which would be dangerous because we could have a flash flood.  But luckily the rain stopped and we got to see a beautiful rainbow that stretched across the top of the canyon.  When we neared the end of the canyon it started to get wider again and we found ourselves on the wrong side of the river, so we had to build a bridge to cross the water.  We were not very good bridge builders, so our feet got soaking wet and we had to hike the rest of the way out and back to the car in very wet boots.
