Choose one of the following topics and write a lively realistic story about it.

A:

B:

Every school has a child that is considered a school bully. There is that student that terrorizes everybody. Invent a story where a school bully terrorizes your main character. What does he/she do? How does your main character solve the problem?

Tips:
Find a good story opening. Start with one of the following leads:

· A place in time (one bright sunny day…)

· An action: “Smash! The window cracked and…

· The character: Bigboy was a real bully – everyone in our school was scared of him.

· A dialog: “But I don’t want to walk back in the dark”, said Millie…

Don’t forget to “show” rather than “tell” what the characters do and feel.
