Goals and Assessment of Summer Semester year 4

This semester we are not going to write a lot of long texts. Collect some of the short tasks that seem to be suitable to prove that you have reached certain goals. At the end of the semester hand in your vocab book/or all the cards you have written since February. Add a short reflection about your vocab work. (What helps you? What are the difficulties?)

Jobs workshop

1. Form groups of four. You are going to work in this group for the whole workshop. Choose partners who will help you get your work done rather than working with your best friends and wasting class-time on private matters.

2. Work through unit 14 in Jones in your group. After each exercise check your solutions with the key in the back of the book. Use a red pen to correct your errors and copy the corrected sentences into your vocab book so you can study them again. Ask your teacher or co-teacher for help whenever you encounter a problem.
3. Copy all the new words and phrases that you find in the unit into your vocab book (or on cards). Vocab books/cards will be checked regularly  and there will be a vocab test at the end of the project.
4. For the listening tasks use the tapes on the teacher’s desk. Take a tape recorder into the group room. Read through the tasks carefully before you listen to the extract. Listen twice and see how many questions you can answer. Compare and check your answers after the second listening. If you want to listen to the extract a third time afterwards you may of course do so. Count the correct answers to keep track of your own progress (e.g. 7/10…)

5. For the speaking part (paper 5, 14.2) invite Ms Knapp into your group. She will help you do the mock exams meaningfully.

6. Then work through the copied worksheets on JOBS. Do all the tasks carefully.

7. At the end of each lesson decide what your group is going to do for homework. The amount of homework will depend on the speed and efficiency of your work in class.
8. DEADLINE for all the activities of unit 5 and the jobs worksheets is April 19th. This means that April 8th is the last class-period for your work, finish the rest at home by the 19th.

9. On April 19th we will do some job-related whole class activities and we will start working on unit 11 (Education), which is closely related to jobs.
