Reading and writing project

Requirements:

1. Read one mystery book and write three ten-minute responses into your reading diary. (Use the "Tips for keeping  a reading diary")

2. Read the mystery stories provided by your teacher. After reading each story write your immediate reactions into your reading diary.

3. Vocabulary Work: After each story choose five new words or expressions that you find useful in mystery stories. Write a short sentence on a special Mystery-Vocab. page in your folder.

4. Write your own mystery story. Make a clear plan of your story. Develope the setting very carefully in order to create a very spooky atmosphere. Have your story ready and typed by Monday Nov.6th . You have got a lot of time to write your story. Please write a long and riveting story for our 4a Mystery book.

We will have peer-conferences on Nov. 6th. Find a friend who you trust and ask him/her to give you lots and lots of suggestions for improving your story.

Then revise your story carefully and hand in the final, polished version (maybe even illustrated?) on Wednesday , Nov. 8th. We are going to share our stories and award a prize to the  authors of the best stories.
