For the next two weeks you will have time to read, listen to and watch teen news from various sources.  You can use the articles and news shows you find at the sites below as examples to help you write your own texts and produce your own news shows.  You will have to form news groups of four to six people then look through the sources to see what topic or topics your group will use. After you form your news groups make sure that you go through the steps listed below.

	Scan and skim articles:

· Start by reading quickly through the articles posted on at least three of the sites listed below.  You can assign different articles and sites to different team members.  Use scanning and skimming techniques to find out what the articles are about and decide if you are interested in the topics.

Meet and discuss:

· After you have done some reading meet with your news group and discuss what topics might be interesting for the group to cover.  

· Decide what topic you personally find most interesting, because each group member will have to write and send either an opinion or a talk-back letter to www.teenworldnews.com, or an article to www.kidsnewsroom.org , or an article about a teen issue in Austria for www.teenworldnews.com . Decide what topic or topics the group wants for the news show.  Check out www.weeklyreader.com and use their scripts as models for your own news show.

Do more in-depth reading and research:

· Go back and skim through the articles on the other sites to find more information for your letters, articles or news shows.
	Write a first draft of your own article or letter for peer conferencing on 08.10.

	Publish your texts and record your shows:

· Do a peer conference with someone in your group.  Answer the questions on the p.c. form and give it to your peer to hand in with his/her second draft 

· Write a first draft of the group news show using the format shown on Weekly Reader Galaxy.  Show the teacher/co-teacher for final language and content approval. 

· Post your letters or articles on the net.

· Record your news show on video.
	Write a second draft of your article or letter, due 15.10.

Write a third draft by 20.10 so you can publish it on the net.
