

· Opinion Phrases:  Have a look at the opinion phrases (separate sheet) printed from the Macmillan English Dictionary for Advanced Learners. Stick the page into your vocab book and study the phrases. Try to use them as much as possible in the following workshop.
· Go through the tasks in this package and learn how to write a really convincing paragraph or short essay. As you go along, highlight important new vocabulary and transfer it into your vocab-book. Leave enough space for a second sample sentence.  At home look up the new words in your dictionary and choose a second sample phrase that will help you to use the new word correctly. The best place to find good phrases is COCA: the corpus of American English: http://corpus.byu.edu/coca/. (Tip: bookmark this page in your web-browser. You will need it a lot this year.)
· Games and whole class activities:
· Paragraph Pass
· Paragraph Matching
· Scrambled Paragraphs
· Hot Discussions:
· Groups of 4: Each of you chooses one discussion prompt card from the teacher’s box.  Before reading your debate topic title to the group fill in part 1 of your “Before and After” worksheet silently. Do not yet discuss the problem. Then read the info on the card and discuss the problem in your group. Try to come to an agreement. Complete parts 2 and 3 of the “Before and After” worksheet.  Invite a teacher or co-teacher to join your group at least once. Do this for each of the four topics you have chosen. Use your own paper for topics 2-4.
· Together choose two new phrases on each discussion prompt card. Transfer the new phrases into your vocab-book and, as always, add a second example from the COCA or a good monolingual dictionary.
· After discussing all four topics choose your two favorite ones. Do the short writing task suggested on the cards or write a short, well-structured essay explaining your opinion. (200-250 words). Type and proofread your texts before handing them in (Moodle).  Use the “Check it off” page in your package to make sure your texts are perfect.
