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Course description
This interdisciplinary project is designed for school classes from the 5th form onwards and focuses on the exciting period of The Sixites. Its basic intention is to create a link between the subjects and to support the idea of using English across the curriculum. The second subject involved is music and due to the fascinating developments in the sixties, the most famous and influential superstars of all times will be dealt with. Furthermore, the music of the sixties will also be analysed in contrast to developments of today which is intended to build bridges between these two periods. 
Morover, this project involves a great number of interactive tasks that follow a lerner centered approach, while all the senses will be addressed in order to provide the most efficient way of developing and expanding skills of all sorts. 
Needs analysis / Course objectives
Summary of the needs analysis

In fast moving times like today when connecting people has become more important than ever,  English as a world language can help to unite the whole globe. Therefore, students need to be confronted with all the facets of English. Teaching English across the curriculum can enable students to achieve this goal which is why there is a need for projects using English as working language. 

Even though the students do not need their English for school purposes in the first line but for their later life, also the school environment has to be considered. In this context, the language will be used  for reading, writing, speaking etc. For this reason, materials of many different kinds will be needed in order to focus on expanding all these skills. As far as the field of music is concerned, the students will need to work with important vocabulary in order to understand the teacher’s instructions (e.g. for a vocal warm up) and to be able to discuss interesting issues in conection with the topic. Furthermore, due to the fact that the project also aims at giving an impression about the sixties, the pupils will be in need of interactive tasks in which will enable them not only to gain knowledge about the sixites but also to experience them. 
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Summary of course objectives
The interdisciplinary project The Sixties aims at integrating English into other school subjects which gives the opportunity to combine topic-related learning and language work. This is why by the end of this project the students will be able to talk about musical issues, for they will be provided with useful vocabulary. Furthermore, they will be able to give an overview of the developments of the sixties as well as they will be informed about issues like drugs, the moon landing, pop art and famous artists of this period. Moreover, due to a learner centered approach the pupils will not only expand their knowledge, but also develop and train skills of all sorts. Finally, it has to be added that they will also have ‘experienced’ The Sixties, because by singing the songs or by interpreting lyrics of that time, students will be actively involved which should make the project informative but also entertaining.

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Work Stations
Objectives:

The main aim of this activity is to introduce “The Sixties“ by providing different kinds of materials on that topic. (Moon landing / Drugs / Vietnam War / Technology / Pop Art / Woodstock) The basic idea as far as skills are concerned is twofold: on the one hand, students have to gather information individually, on the other hand they have to communicate their observations to the other group members. Consequently, it is necessary to communicate in order to be able to do the final questionnaire, which is intended to sum up the activity. 
The main focus however, is on the process of gathering information and not so much on being successful regarding the questionnaire. In times, when any kind of knowledge is available within a split second using the internet, it is even more important to emphasize the importance of selecting information. For this reason, the materials provided purposely contain more information than necessary which forces the students to make a personal selection. 
Preparation:
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On the following pages, info sheets for 6 work stations are provided which need to be cut along the indicated lines. Whenever the black scissors-button appears, it means that the pictures on this page should be cut out directly. 
Furthermore, 6 envelopes are needed where the cut info sheets and pictures should be put in topic-wise. I would recommend adding a few objects (a cassette, video tape for ‘technology’, a spoon, a lighter, an injection without needle (!) for ‘drugs’, DVD for ‘Woodstock’…) so that the students can touch a few things which is said to increase the efficiency of learning. Finally, 3 of these envelopes should be marked with the letter ‘A’, the remaining 3 with the letter ‘B’ and all of them have to be allocated to different places in the classroom. 
Procedure:
1.) Students are divided into two large groups ‘A’ and ‘B’.
2.) They take some scrap paper with them and go to ‘their’ (A or B) 3 stations to gather information and to take notes. 

3.) Students get together in pairs so that every pair consists of an ‘A’ and a ‘B’ person – they exchange information orally, but they may take notes as well.

4.) The questionnaire should be filled out using their notes. (on their own or in pairs)
5.) Discussion in the plenary about interesting findings, opinions, remaining questions…

Apollo 11 
The Apollo 11 mission was the first manned mission to land on the Moon. It was the fifth human spaceflight of the Apollo program and the third human voyage to the moon. Launched on July 16, 1969, it carried Commander Neil Alden Armstrong, Command Module Pilot Michael Collins and Lunar Module Pilot Edwin Eugene 'Buzz' Aldrin, Jr. On July 20, Armstrong and Aldrin became the first humans to land on the Moon, while Collins orbited above.

The mission fulfilled President John F. Kennedy's goal of reaching the moon by the end of the 1960s. In a 1961 speech he had proposed - "I believe that this nation should commit itself to achieving the goal, before this decade is out, of landing a man on the Moon and returning him safely to the Earth".

Apollo Moon Landing hoax accusations

Apollo Moon Landing hoax accusations are claims that some or all elements of the Apollo Moon landings were faked by NASA and possibly members of other involved organizations. Some groups and individuals have advanced various theories which tend, to varying degrees, to include the following common elements:

- The Apollo Astronauts did not land on the Moon; 

- NASA and possibly others intentionally deceived the public into believing the landing(s) did occur by manufacturing, destroying, or tampering with evidence, including photos, telemetry tapes, transmissions, and rock samples; 

- NASA and possibly others continue to actively participate in the conspiracy to this day. 

- Many commentators have published detailed rebuttals to the hoax claims. A 1999 poll by the The Gallup Organization found the "overwhelming majority" of the US public, some 89 percent, did not believe the landing was staged or faked, while 6 percent did and 5 percent were undecided.

Suggested motives for a hoax

1.) Cold-War prestige — The U.S. government considered it vital that the U.S. win the space race against the Soviet Union. Going to the Moon was risky and expensive (John F. Kennedy famously said that the U.S. chose to go because it was difficult.) Despite close monitoring by the Soviet Union, Bill Kaysing believes that it would have been easier for the U.S. to fake it, and consequently guarantee success, than for the U.S. actually to go.

2.) Money — NASA raised approximately $30 billion to go to the Moon. Bill Kaysing thinks that this amount could have been used to pay off a large number of people, providing significant motivation for complicity.
3.) Risk — This argument assumes that the problems early in the space program were insurmountable, even by a technology team fully motivated and funded to fix the problems. Kaysing claimed that the chance of a successful landing on the moon was calculated to be 0.017%.

4.) Distraction — According to hoax proponents, the U.S. government benefited from a popular distraction from the Vietnam war. Lunar activities suddenly stopped, with planned missions cancelled, around the same time that the U.S. ceased its involvement in the Vietnam War. (However, the Apollo program was cancelled several years before the Vietnam War ended.
5.) Saving face — To seemingly fulfill president Kennedy's 1961 promise "to achieving the goal, before this decade is out, of landing a man on the Moon and returning him safely to the Earth."

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Technology

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Compact Cassette
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The Compact Cassette, often referred to as audio cassette, cassette tape, cassette, or simply tape, is a magnetic tape sound recording format. Although it was originally intended as a medium for dictation, improvements in fidelity led the Compact Cassette to supplant reel-to-reel tape recording in most non-professional applications. Its uses ranged from portable audio to home recording to data storage for early microcomputers. Between the early 1960s and mid 1990s, the cassette was one of the two most common formats for prerecorded music, first alongside the LP and later the Compact Disc. The word cassette is a French word meaning "little box."

Compact Cassettes consist of two miniature spools, between which a magnetic tape is passed and wound. These spools and their attendant parts are held inside a protective plastic shell. Two stereo pairs of tracks (four total) or two monaural audio tracks are available on the tape; one stereo pair or one monophonic track is played or recorded when the tape is moving in one direction and the second pair when moving in the other direction. This reversal is achieved either by manually flipping the cassette or by having the machine itself change the direction of tape movement ("auto-reverse").

A drug, broadly speaking, is any substance that alters normal bodily function. There is no single, precise definition, as there are different meanings in medicine, government regulations, and colloquial usage. 

In pharmacology, Dictionary.com defines a drug as "a chemical substance used in the treatment, cure, prevention, or diagnosis of disease or used to otherwise enhance physical or mental well-being." Drugs may be prescribed for a limited duration, or on a regular basis for chronic disorders.

Lysergic acid diethylamide, LSD, LSD-25, or acid, is a semisynthetic psychedelic drug of the tryptamine family. Probably the best known psychedelic, it has been used mainly as a recreational drug, an entheogen, and a tool to supplement various practices for transcendence, including in meditation, psychonautics, art projects, and illicit (though at one time legal) psychedelic psychotherapy, whether self-administered or not. It is synthesized from lysergic acid derived from ergot, a grain fungus that typically grows on rye and was first synthesized by Swiss chemist Albert Hofmann. The short form LSD comes from its early codename LSD-25, which is an abbreviation for the German "Lysergsäure-diethylamid" followed by a sequential number. 
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POP ART
Pop art is a visual art movement that emerged in the mid 1950s in Britain and in parallel in the late 1950s in the United States. Roy litchenstiein is the founder of pop art. The coinage of the term Pop Art is often credited to British art critic/curator, Lawrence Alloway in an essay titled The Arts and the Mass Media, although the term he uses is "popular mass culture" Nevertheless, Alloway was one of the leading critics to defend mass culture and Pop Art as a legitimate art form. 
Pop art is one of the major art movements of the twentieth century. Characterized by themes and techniques drawn from popular mass culture, such as advertising and comic books, pop art is widely interpreted as either a reaction to the then-dominant ideas of abstract expressionism or an expansion upon them. Pop art, like pop music, aimed to employ images of popular as opposed to elitist culture in art, emphasizing the banal or kitschy elements of any given culture. It has also been defined by the artists use of mechanical means of reproduction or rendering techniques that down play the expressive hand of the artist. Pop art at times targeted a broad audience, and often claimed to do so.

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Pop Music in the 60s - The Beatles
Objectives:

Due to the fact that the subtopic ‘The Beatles’ involves four activities, there are multiple objectives to be found. The first exercise is a work sheet concerning pop music of the 60’s and focuses on reading skills. Meanwhile, the students are introduced to the Beatles and to the music of that time in general. One of the two questions at the bottom of the sheet can be answered by skimming through the text, while the other one requires more detailed reading. 

The second activity aims at visualising the mental pictures of a song text. By arranging picture-cards according to the lyrics, listening skills are required and due to the fact that this task is done in groups, also communication within the groups will be guaranteed. Furthermore, the visualisations of the lyrics on the cards in combination with the original record will help to better memorise the song. 

This will be helpful for the next activity, because now the song ‘Lucy in the Sky…’ will be sung, either with the original record or with an accompanying instrument. The picture-cards will help them with the lyrics, for they won’t be given the full text of the song. Furthermore, this can be used in order to check whether the previous activity has been done successfully. 

After having read the information on the backside of the cards, a follow-up activity will round off the subtopic ‘The Beatles’. While a scene of the Beatles Anthology is shown to the students, they will have to take notes and finally write a short summary of the scene. The aim is to focus on listening for gist which does not require understanding every single word. By writing the very short summary, students are forced to reflect on what they have seen in order to reduce the core information to three or four sentences.  

Preparation 1: 

Hand out work sheet “Pop music in the 1960’s”

Procedure 1: 

1.) Students read the text silently, answer the questions on their own or in pairs

2.) Short discussion in the plenary

Preparation 2: 

The lyrics-cards have to be printed out double-sided so that the text is on one side and the pictures on the other. Cut out the cards and put them in envelopes. Burn the song ‘Lucy in the Sky with Diamonds” on a CD and make sure that the CD-player is available for the lesson.

Procedure 2: 

Form groups of 3-4 and hand out the envelopes. Ask the students to spread the cards on the table with the picture-side up. Tell them that they will need a lot of space for this activity and that they will have to arrange the cards in lines. Briefly instruct them that they will have to arrange the cards according to the song text and that similar card (also similar in meaning) are interchangeable. Start playing the song, pause every now and then and eventually give some hints at passages that are difficult to understand. Repeat the song according to their progress.  

Preparation 3: 

Get an accompanying instrument or use the original record

Procedure 3: 

The song will be sung by means of repeating small parts. The students may follow their picture-cards which will facilitate remembering the lyrics. 

Preparation 4: 

Make sure a DVD-player is available and bring along the Beatles Anthology 5&6

Procedure 4: 

1.) Hand out the work-sheet “Listening for gist” and play the DVD scene “Drugs reflect the time” (Anthology 6). 

2.) Short discussion in the plenary to make sure the students got the main points

Pop Music in the 1960s  

	Youth music probably had more impact on society in the 1960s than at any other time in the 20th century. The Beatles were at the centre of the storm. They burst on to the scene in 1962 with mod clothes, a new style of haircut and an exciting drum-and-guitars sound.

      Screaming fans had been seen before. But the Beatles had wit and intelligence. They influenced a host of other groups and constantly absorbed new ideas into their own music. One key influence on them was the young American Bob Dylan. He had started as a folk singer but developed his own kind of Rock and Roll poetry which opened new possibilities for experiment. 

      By the late 1960s music and lyrics were becoming highly adventurous. Rock stars performed at vast open-air festivals and were seen by the press as representatives of world youth. People wanted to know their attitudes on topics such as politics, drugs and religion. The pressures were more than many stars could take. 

      The Beatles themselves broke up in 1970 and other musicians started to look back at more direct, uncomplicated styles.

[image: image34.jpg]The actual word 'reggae’ was ' around 1960 in Jamaica. It related to a particular style of
dance music that had grown out of the rhythm and blues music of New Orleans. It is one of the ironies of
reggae music that, although many people see it as having Jamaican 2 , it actually has its
foundations in Africa and the USA.

For many, the father of reggae was Bob Marley. With his backing group, The Wailers, he spread reggae

Elvis Presley
Objectives:

The first activity concerning Elvis Presley intends to give an overview of the artist’s life. Due to the fact that this will be achieved by the use of a radio broadcast, mainly listening skills will be practised. The follow-up task to fill in the crosswords should increase the students’ motivation to take notes while listening to the CD. 

The second activity is aimed at observing from a musical point of view. Students will listen to two (or more) records of Elvis as well as the relating recent cover versions. By applying their general knowledge of music and of the information given in the course of the Sixties project, differences between the music of the 60’s and nowadays shall be observed. Nevertheless, this activity does not focus on testing the students’ knowledge, but rather on expanding the same which is done by addressing the main differences in a discussion in the plenary afterwards.  

Preparation 1: 

Hand out work sheet “Elvis Presley (Crosswords)”, burn the relating radio broadcast on a CD and make sure that a CD-player is available for the lesson.

Procedure 1: 

Let the students listen to the broadcast and instruct them to take notes on the worksheet. Afterwards, they should fill in the crosswords which can also be done in pairs to increase the ‘fun-factor’. 
Preparation 2: 

Burn the 2 Elvis records and the two cover-versions on a disc and get a CD-player.

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Bob Marley
Objectives
The tasks around Bob Marley have been adapted from the booklet “10 Pop Song For You – Teaching English The Fun Way” and are aimed at introducing the students to Reggae as well as to the artist Bob Marley. There is one gap filling activity connected with the song “No Woman No Cry” which is why listening skills are needed. Furthermore, there is also one reading activity that needs to be done in order to answer True or False questions. 

Preparation:
The Song “No Woman No Cry” has to be burned on disc and a CD-player is needed. Furthermore, the worksheets about Reggae and Bob Marley have to be handed out.

Procedure:

The students try to fill the gaps while listening to the song. Afterwards, the remaining exercises are intended to be done silently and could as well be used as homework-tasks. 

P.S.: I would leave out the exercise about the rewriting of false sentences.
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Woodstock
Objectives:
The main objective of this video-viewing is to give the students an impression of what the festival and the time in general was like. Furthermore, a while-viewing activity is intended to make them watch more actively and to improve their observing skills. 

Preparation:

Bring along the DVD (Woodstock – The Director’s Cut), provide for a DVD-player and hand out the work sheets. 

Procedure:

Due to the fact that there are no scenes on the DVD that stick out, I would recommend choosing more scenes while watching only a few minutes of each. Personal recommendations of scenes are: 21 / 22 / 23 / 24 / 27 / 31 / 36. While watching the scenes the students should try to take notes regarding the key words on the work sheet.

Vocabulary Fun

Objectives:

Needless to say, these activities are aimed at extending and practising vocabulary that are related to music and therefore needed for various discussions in the course of the 60’s project. The task “InstruMents” focuses on getting to know the names for the musical instruments, while the memory is designed for practising the same expressions. 

Preparation:

The work sheet “InstruMents“ has to be handed out and the cards for the memory game have to be cut out. 
Procedure:

For the first activity, the students get together in pairs and try to fill in the correct instruments on the work sheet. By combining the two names of each fantasy instruments, the syllables show the 2 original instruments. If there are still some remaining instruments that cannot be guessed, the students may be given a dictionary in order to do the task. Afterwards, the results should be read out aloud ,while the teacher will correct the pronounciation. 

The second activity should be played in groups of 3-4 and follows the rules of the popular game memory. Nevertheless, one additional rule has to be followed: when the students turn over a card they have to pronounce the word to the other group members – only if a matching pair is found AND the pronounciation turn out to be correct, the player gets the cards or a point.
