· Clashes, turbulence, police clashes
Song “Hold me tight” – What were the different ways the US and UK were depicted?
· Straight laced 50’s in the US – upper/middle class
· UK depicts the lower class of the time – industry workers
Where are the men/boys shown as heading off to?  Boot camp and Jude off to the US 
· Jude is off to the US to find his dad and Lucy’s boyfriend is off to do his duty for the war effort.
(end the scene when the truck goes past the cheerleaders)

22:38 – Thanksgiving dinner – Generational differences (Young generation breaking the mold)
What are some of the style/life choices that Max confronts when he talks to his family?
· Haircut, father worked to put himself through college – it has just been given to Max, 
Which statement do you agree with?
· Who you are defines what you do.
· Or
· What you do defines who you are.
What is the cliché made by Jude about British people – bad teeth
What is the vocabulary word that shows the difference between British and American English? Braces
(End Scene before bowling alley)

31:53 – Detroit Riots – song “Let it be”
· Significance of the song in the scene (describe what it was about/the two deaths covered during the same song.  Did the times really correspond?? was this when the first bodies were being brought home from Vietnam?)
Pause and discuss then into next part
· What does New York represent? – colorful open-minded place as well as the rat race.
· What are some of the elements of NY shown during the song “Come together”
· What is meant when Jojo says, ‘Music is the only thing that makes sense anymore, man.  Play it loud enough, it keeps the demons at bay.”
· What are some of the visual images used during the song “come together” – a lot of people living together (squat, crash pad, hippie commune, safe haven for like minded people)

43:34 – Lucy goes to NY to see Max the summer before she is meant to go to college and to bring him a letter.  
· Who do you think the letter is from, and what does it say?  - he has been drafted
· What are some of the things people did in order to avoid being recruited?
· What is Max’s response to the letter? – he burns it

50:53 – Induction Center – “I want you”
· How does the song relate to Uncle Sam? (describe who he is) – His motto (shown on the posters) is I want you.
· What is the difference between the soldiers in uniform and the new incoming recruits? – Soldiers have the same faces =part of the military machine, stripped of their identities compared to the individuals.  The scene shows Max’s panic/dehumanization as he gets literally stripped of his identity.
· What does the statue of liberty represent, and what do they sing while carrying her? – The image represents the spreading of liberty across the world (universe-moon landing), aggressively bringing freedom everywhere, freedom fighters.  They sing she is so heavy.
· What were the options for a man once he had been drafted?  - Jail or Canada or going to war
(end after the line “learn French or die”)

57:23 – 5ht Ave. peace march
· How would you describe the peace march?
· Who was LBJ?  And what would his change of heart be? 
Quote from Paco during the march – “Our voice is our weapon and united we will win.  You can crush the idealists, but you can not crush their ideals!  The Americans are forcing even their friends into becoming their enemies.  Every day the hatred increases in the hearts of the Vietnamese who want us out!  The image of America will never again be the image of revolution, freedom and democracy but the image of violence and imperialism.”  

1:00:25 – Dr. Robert Bono image of Timothy Leary.  Depicts the glamorous side of the 60’s.  A very Warhol type feel.  Lots of references to the time.  Liquid Kool Aide Acid Test.  Psychedelically shot.  Does glamorize the use of acid.  Timothy Leary traveled the country in a psychedelic bus. 
· Where is Dr. Robert talking about when he mentions the coast being further ahead of New York? – California especially SF
· Why is the statement “you’re either on the bus or off the bus” significant?
(pause when the bus drives away)

1:20:53 – Strawberry fields
· Why did Paco (Lucy’s boss) think it was important to have a TV? – During the Vietnam war was the first time that war images were broadcast back to the US live.  It definitely influenced peoples’ opinion of the war.  He mentions “bringing it into peoples living room”
· What type of information was broadcast? – # of Americans there = half a million, casualties = 416, wounded = 15,029, dead so far = 30,057
· What is the symbolism of the line “living is easy with eyes closed”?
· What are some of the things that strawberries are used to represent? – strawberry juice = blood, paint, grenades, bombs, Sadie’s logo that Jude designs – red, juicy and sexy
(straight into laundromat)
· Why is Lucy so upset with Jude? – because she doesn’t think that he is taking part in the revolution
· Lucy – I would lie down in front of a truck if it would stop this war and bring Max home.
Jude – Yeah, well it wouldn’t.
Lucy – What do you mean it wouldn’t?  You don’t think that it’s worth trying?  Well, maybe 
when bombs start going off here people will listen. 
(Pause and discuss – tie in relevance to 9/11 then straight into Jude confronting Lucy while she is at work “You say you want a revolution” – then straight in to the reports of MLKing assassination and Jojo playing “While my guitar gentle weeping” line in the song “I don’t know why”) Discuss the sadness that all of the characters are feeling for their own respective reasons.
(Then into subway scene the title track “Across the Universe” cut to a strike protest which turns violent.  The line “nothings gonna change my world” merges into Sadie singing “Helter Skelter”)
· Why do you think that they chose to merge these two songs?
· What is Helter Skelter?
· Do you think that there is any symbolism behind the women floating in the water at the end of the scene?
(pause when the women are floating in the water)

1:43:00 – Jude is kicked out of the US after being arrested because he is an illegal immigrant.  Scene opens in a VA hospital with Lucy sitting at a bed.  Song is about heroin use and at a stretch the scene depicts the poor treatment of soldiers after they returned.  Sees a fantasy nurse who provides him with the pain relief he needs.  (? If should include)


· Who is Lucy visiting?

1:45:10 – Lucy on phone to her mother about to join a protest.  Theme radicalism
· Why is Lucy open to using more radical measures?
· What are her mother’s concerns?
Songs- “It’s gonna be alright” and “I heard the news today”.
· Why does Lucy loose respect for Paco? –manufacturing IEDs
(pause when she leaves the room)

Have students predict how the movie is going to play out.  What will happen to the different characters, and the songs.  Most importantly what will be the message of the last song and why – “All you need is love”
