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1. Write a Letter: (300 words --40 pts)
Choose one of the important events in this decade. Imagine you are an American teenager and you have just heard about it on the radio, read about it in the newspaper or watched the TV news. 

Write a letter to a friend in Europe telling him/her about the event and how you feel about it. 

· describe in detail what you know (what has happened) and 
· explain to your friend what that means to you and how it makes you feel 
You may of course invent some plausible details to make your letter more realistic.

2.  Magazine Article:(300 words --40pts)



Your article needs to have a catchy title, an interesting introduction and conclusion and paragraphs . Plan your article well – quality counts more than quantity!!!
50 years after the assassination of President Kennedy, the Sixties are still seen as an important decade. Write an article for a youth magazine about the Sixties (music, politics, philosophy, hippies, slogans, important personalities, war, science and technology) and include the following aspects in your text: 

· Give an overview of what the Sixties are famous for, why they are remembered 

· Choose one icon of the Sixties and explain why he/she is famous/important and can be seen as an icon of that decade. What makes him/her a typical representative of the Sixties?
· Analyse if young people today could learn anything from the Sixties and explain why/why not and what they could learn from that time.

(250 words – 20 pts)
You are one of the main characters from the novel you have just read. Write a diary entry describing the best OR the worst day in your life so far. Show your personal feelings and describe important situations or encounters in colorful detail.
