My Mother

My experience in the sixties was that of a teenager immersed in a culture that
was changing its fashions, styles and morality at an unprecedented speed. My
mother, however, was firmly rooted in the fifties. The space between us was
never more marked than in my early teenage years when she returned from
one of her trips to visit my father who was working in India, with what are still
two of my most prized possessions: the autograph of the first woman in space,
Valentina Tereshkova, and the autograph of Paul McCartney.

My parents had met Tereshkova, whose orbit of the earth took place in 1963,
at a reception in Calcutta and, even though | doubt Mum had heard the word
feminist, she seemed to know instinctively that Valentina would be one of my
heroines and plucked up the courage to ask her for an autograph. Mum’s
presentation of the prized autograph on her return home was accompanied by
the comment, “Typical of the Russians to send a woman into space. They
have no respect for femininity, you know. They even have women driving
lorries and sweeping the streets in Russia. Disgusting!”

When she told me how she had got the other autograph, | was sorry | had not
gone to see her off at the airport at the start of her journey. | could have kicked
myself when she told me what happened. This is what she said: “Manchester
Airport was crowded with young girls when | got there and their behaviour was
shocking — they were all screaming their heads off. Anyway, | got on the plane
and sat down. Then these four untidy-looking lads got on and one of them sat
next to me. He said hello and | asked him if he knew what was going on out
there. He looked at me a bit oddly and said, ‘I think it's because of us'. Then
he told me they were the Beatles. | said to him that | thought my daughter had
his picture up on her bedroom wall beside Elvis. He said it was nice to be
ranked with Elvis. | said he'd better give me his autograph. He seemed like a
nice lad, but he did look scruffy with all that long hair.”

It seems astonishing that she was so cut off from popular culture that she
didn’t immediately realize what all the excitement was about. The Beatles, in
just a couple of years, had become the biggest thing ever, but not as far as my
mother was concerned. And despite her assessment of McCartney as a nice
enough lad, she sent strict instructions to my grandparents that | was not to be
given the money to go to the 1964 concert the Beatles gave in Sheffield, to
which all my friends had tickets. | still have the letter which states, ‘No
daughter of mine is going to make a fool of herself screaming and fainting like
those silly girls | saw in Manchester.” My mother was an authoritarian figure
who appeared to watch over my every move, whether present or not, so
powerful was her influence.

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Tasty Vegetables for Kids

Flavoured frozen vegetables — including chocolate-tasting carrots - went on
sale yesterday. This is in response to a plea from Gordon McVie,
director general of the Cancer Research Campaign charity, for a solution to
unhealthy eating habits among young people.

[Z]__| it found that many mothers had all but abandoned the struggle to get
their children to eat vegetables.

“We know that a third of all cancers are diet related and potentially preventable,'
said McVie, who has lent his name to the new range of vegetables. \—T

The idea for the ‘wacky’ vegetable grew out of an impromptu discussion in
January between Professor MoVie and Malcolm Walker, chairman of Iceland
Frozen Foods. They talked about why frozen vegetables could not incorporate
some of the flavours used to market packets of crisps.

The big supermarkets, responding to increasing public awareness of the
problem of children not wanting to eat their ‘greens’, have started to repackage
fresh produce to appeal more directly to children. [7 Both the Tesco and
Sainsbury chains are also developing vegetables with sauces and coatings
aimed at children.

Professor McVie said he hoped the flavoured vegetables might encourage
children to move on to more traditional forms of vegetables, in the same way
that fish fingers encouraged children to try fish.
