Possible/expected answers


This picture shows a group of refugees who are walking along train tracks. In the foreground a family is being stopped by a policeman. A boy of about 10 is carrying his little brother or sister. The baby is crying bitterly, the boy himself has a scared, tired look on his face. In addition to carrying his little brother or sister he is carrying a backpack and a blanket. Behind the boy there is a woman who might be their mother. She is shouting something at the policeman. A second boy, who looks a bit younger than the boy in the foreground, also has a scared look on his face. The policeman has grabbed the boy’s upper arms tightly and seems to using some force to hold him back. He looks quite brutal with his very short hair, his dark glasses and the sanitary mask that he is wearing on his mouth. Several journalists are filming the scene. Three men are standing right behind the family and are holding large, professional cameras, filming the scene. In the background, along the train tracks several more journalists are observing and filming what is going on….(190wds)


He has probably seen a lot of destruction in his hometown. He might have lost some members of his family. His school may have been closed and he has probably experienced hunger and pain. He has probably walked a very long way and he has been really scared…(48wds)
