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Short Story Reader

The following reader contains a collection of short stories written by well-known English and American authors. Read the stories very carefully and mark or highlight important passages as you go along. Note questions or comments in the margin, these will help you when analyzing and discussing the stories. Also watch out for the techniques writers use to create interesting and original literature and see if you can use any of them later,  when writing your own stories.

After reading each story, while your memory is still fresh,  write a short personal response into your response journal. Reserve 10 minutes for this task and pour your thoughts out into your journal. (NON-STOP WRITING!!! Check the handout on response journal writing before you start.) 

At the beginning of every lesson you will have time to compare your reading diaries with your classmates and share your responses. We will then answer the study-questions after each story in class.

Language work / Vocabulary expansion: highlight at least 5 phrases in each story that you would like to remember  and write them on vocab cards. Use the context from the story or check your monolingual dictionary for a typical context and usage. 
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
