· Visualize your character. If you are good at drawing, make a sketch

· Collect character traits



Character traits and qualities



Emotional characteristics


Physical description that emphasizes the above: body, face, hair, movement, 


· Select the main character traits that you want to show (1 or 2) e.g.: strictness, sloppiness, natural style, elegance, power, indecision, rudeness…

· Write your first draft (about 100 words)

· Ask a friend to read your character description and to answer the following question.

What are the main characteristics of my character?

· If your friend finds your intended character traits immediately your text is finished. 
· If your friend is not sure or finds different character traits, revise your text and emphasize your chosen features.
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
