Since you have already missed 4 periods of the course “Poetry and Painting” I must warn you to catch up with your work. As you know, this course is very practical and experience-oriented. Therefore, missing classes causes severe problems. In order to catch up do the following tasks by Wednesday, April 6th. 
In order to get credit for this course you must not miss another class and you must hand in your complete course diary by April 27th. 

Make-up Work for Session I (as discussed on March 4th)
1. Read the handout about “Found Poetry” and use one of the Newsweek clippings as a basis for a found poem.

2. Write your poem into your course diary and be prepared to present it in the next session.

Make-up Work for Session III
1. Write a 100 word summary of Poe’s “Philosophy of Composition” (extracts)

2. Choose a “tone” (emotion) from the pink sheet and collect a long list of random words (nouns, verbs, adjectives) that remind you of that tone. Use a monolingual dictionary and open pages at random to “harvest” words. Collect about 50 words

3. Read the sample Haikus on the handout and choose 3 poems that you like. Then choose a matching color chord. Draw a square (2x2cm) and color it, find the matching color combinations.

4. Do the same for your collection of words from step 2

5. Write a short poem (haiku or other) that expresses a certain tone. Start with the tone, try to visualize it and listen to its sounds. Then write a short poem. Think of Poe’s tips for creating an effect. Use Murphy’s style sheet for revising your poem and copy the poem into your course diary. Be prepared to present it in the next session.
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
