How to prepare for the finals…

1 Preparing study packages
In order to be well prepared for the finals in English we are going to review all the core topics of the oral exams and all the text-types that you need for the written part.

1. Each of you will be responsible to collect materials and prepare a study and revision package for ONE topic. These packages will then be shared in class and we will work through them one after the other. 

2. Your packages must include the following materials:

· Two interesting texts (about 1-2 pages each) about the topic

· Two interesting short video-clips (Ted-talks, Ted-ed videos or other short clips on youtube) related to the topic

· A vocabulary collection of useful phrases for this topic. For each phrase add two further examples of usage (from COCA or from a good online dictionary such as Merriam Webster’s Learner’s Dictionary.) (Collect about 20 useful phrases, not the most exotic and rare ones that you find in the texts.)

· An ILT (individual long turn) question about the topic

·  A PA (paired activity) question about the topic

2 Practicing for the exam
In this phase we are going to revise all the topics in class and at home.  We will work on the texts and the video samples in class and you will have to record short speeches about the topics regularly. Make sure CLYP.It is installed on your phone. That way you can do many of the recordings in school. Bring your headphones or earplugs if possible so we do not lose any class-time on technical issues.
Written assignments to practice the text-types (article, letter, blog, report and essay) will be set by your teacher. Do them carefully. Get feedback from a friend and/or a university student. Revise your texts carefully and hand them in for grading.
