Mental illness or mental disorder is a condition that affects thoughts, feelings or behaviors of someone who is strong enough to make social integration problematic, or cause personal suffering. 
Like other ailments and disorders, mental illness is also a type of disorder that is happening mostly around the brain. That’s why it is called as the mental or the mind disorder. 
However, most scientists and experts believe that mental illness isn’t all about the brain and its activity; it includes all aspects of the body – including the overall body system and the way our body reacts to chemical process within the body.
Understanding the Basic Mental Illness
It is rather hard to really understand the mental illness definition since the definition of mental illness can be broad and vast. 
In the core term, mental illness is a type of psychological anomaly or disturbance that is mostly reflected in the behavior and not a part of the normal or common development of a person’s culture. 
This type of mental illness can be related to disability or distress. The mental disorder can be reflected in the combination of a person’s action, feeling, thought, or perception. A report from the Institute for Prospective Technological Studies, part of the European Commission's Joint Research Centre, has found that "digital music piracy does not displace legal music purchases in digital format", and that "there is unlikely to be much harm done on digital music revenues".
The study specifically looks at the impact of online streaming and downloads -- both legal and illegal -- on digital music sales rather than sales of physical media such as CDs.
A total of 16,000 Europeans from five countries (Spain, France, Germany, Italy and the UK) had their browsing habits examined, and perhaps the most striking finding was that "the majority of the music that is consumed illegally by the individuals in [the] sample would not have been purchased if illegal downloading websites were not available".
That gets to the core of the discussion over music piracy and its effect on sales -- whether people are skipping out on paying for music they love and downloading it instead, or if they're actually adding free listening on top of their existing buying habits. The results of the study show that there's a statistically significant effect on digital music sales that correlates to music piracy. Users who pirate are more likely to also buy music, and those who don't buy much music also don't pirate as much.
The study said: "Illegal music consumption could also, in theory, stimulate legal music consumption. Since music is an experience good, ﬁle sharing can allow consumers to sample specific songs or albums which can inform them on what to buy. Similarly, the sampling of a speciﬁc song may stimulate individual demand for other songs by the same artist."
