Listening Comprehension: Deutsche Kurzzusammenfassung:

In einem Interview erklärt Dr. Davies die Wichtigkeit körperliche Fitness aufzubauen. Dr. Davies erklärt die Bedeutung von Kraft, Ausdauer und Beweglichkeit und schlägt vor regelmäßig mehr Bewegung zu machen. Auch Menschen denen Sportlichkeit kein Anliegen ist, sollen diese Ratschläge befolgen, da auch sie immer wieder in Situationen geraten in denen sie Kraft, Beweglichkeit oder Ausdauer brauchen um sich nicht zu verletzen. 

Davies warnt vor anstrengenden Sportarten wie Squash, da sie bei Ungeübten oft zu Verletzungen an Muskeln, Bändern und Sehnen führen, während er die Vorzüge des Schwimmens anpreist.
