My name is Anna Pölzleitner. I am 22 years old and currently in my third year of studying „Culture and Technology with a special focus on History of Arts“ (Kultur und Technik mit dem Kernfach Kunstwissenschaften) at the Technical University of Berlin. The workshop in Interdisciplinary Communication that you are offering would be an ideal puzzle piece in my program of studies. It seems to be the perfect link between the theoretical knowledge of my field and its practical application in the real world. It is my goal to share my love and understanding of the arts with a wider audience.  Communication skills will be my key to success.

I understand communication as a very complex and multidimensional concept. So far I have focused on some of its aspects: on languages, on arts, on intercultural experiences. Your workshop would give me the chance to explore more subtle elements of communication in greater depth.

At a very early stage of my life, I was introduced by my parents to different cultures, different languages and different points of view. As a young child I lived a year in the United States and managed to make many friends even though I could only communicate non-verbally because I did not yet speak their language. At the age of ten, I was accepted at the Graz International Bilingual School (G.I.B.S.) where all classes are held in English. In addition to English I speak French at B2 level and basic Spanish. I never enjoyed learning grammar but I loved to use the new languages to communicate. I had the chance to live with host-families in Denmark, Canada, France and Spain in order to experience everyday life in different cultures. All these exchanges have given me rich experiences and many good friends in different countries and cultures. 

It has always been very important to me, to travel as much as possible and to try to understand people and their views and attitudes. So when I graduated in 2012, I moved to Paris for a year and worked as an Au-Pair, looking after three young girls and trying to stand on my own two feet in completely new surroundings with a different language and environment. 

On a personal level I am an outgoing, conscientious and considerate person. I make friends easily and get along well with people of different ages and origins.  In all my homestays, little jobs and practica I have received excellent evaluations and my hosts and employers keep asking me to come back and stay with or work for them again. When I pursue a goal I like to challenge myself and work hard, even in areas that I find difficult. 

After my bachelor degree, I am thinking of concentrating on educational work with children. I would like to use arts as a means of free expression, helping children to develop their personalities. In my opinion, one can never start too early to show children that they are individuals who can communicate and be heard by others even when they are still very young. 

	I would really appreciate if you gave me the chance to participate in this workshop and to explore new paths of communication and raise my awareness of my own strengths and weaknesses in this area.
