Read the following course outline very carefully and make sure you understand all the requirements. Use different colors to mark or highlight the homework tasks and deadlines related to the four different projects of this quarter: the domestic violence essay, the independent project, your novel and language work. Then transfer all the tasks and deadlines into your agenda. Remember: Deadlines are deadlines. The deadlines for first drafts are even more important than the deadlines for the final essays. We need your work for peer-conferences or presentations in class. 20P(= 2 grades) will be subtracted from your final paper if you do not take part in the peer conferencing and revising process. Make sure your first drafts are typed – your peers cannot concentrate on the content of your paper if they have to decipher your handwriting. Moreover revising and editing will be a lot more efficient if your work is typed on computer. Save your files on diskettes, never trust the school computer!!! It is always a good idea to print out hard copies of all stages of your work.

English Year 6, Quarter 2 / 4 periods

Making Your Point

Now it's time to say what you think. We will look at some controversial issues, form an opinion on them and learn the best ways of persuading others in writing and in speech so that your opinion is worth listening to.

Course Requirements and Assessment

1 short essay ( on domestic violence) You will plan this essay in groups, then go home and write your individual draft. (20P)

Independent project  Choose a topic, do some research , collect information (2-3 articles or short texts),  plan your essay(make an outline or a diagram), write and revise it.) (30P)

Read one novel (from the long list) and keep a response journal (2-3 times). Present your novel in class. Note the deadline NOW!!! (30P)

Oral work in class Do you speak English during group-work, in our debates and with your teacher?  Do you participate in class discussions?  (20P)

Language/Error and Vocabulary Work: This category assesses your language growth and effort at improving your language and vocabulary skills. You will be asked to keep an error notebook and work on your recurring errors. You will also be asked to choose and study  3-5 new words or expressions every week. You can gain extra points for doing additional grammar exercises in Murphy or other exercises that I will provide. (20 P)

Test (100P)

Reading: One Novel

Choose one of the novels on Mrs. Pölzleitner's list of modern classics. Use the information cards to help you limit your choice, then find the book of your choice in the library. Browse for at least 10 minutes before making your final decision to read this book. Enjoy reading the novel. Stop 2 – 3 times (after about one third of the book, or after reading the first half) and spend at least 20 minutes writing a personal response. Please take this step seriously, it is meant to help you understand the novel better. Think about some of the following questions:

· Do you enjoy reading this novel? Why? Why not? 

· Are the characters interesting and believable? Who is your favorite character? Why is he/she special to you? Did the author do a good job of creating the characters in this novel? Is there a character you don't like at all? Why don't you like him/her?

· Is the author able to hold your interest throughout the entire novel? How did he or she manage to do this? Or are you bored at times? What exactly makes the chapter/scene boring?

· Which are your favorite scenes in this novel? Explain why you enjoyed them.

· What changes, if any, would you have made in this novel?

· Does the novel or its characters remind you of any real life situations or people you know?

· Are there any symbols, symbolic acts or names in the novel?

· What do you think is going to happen next?

· Think of the main themes of the novel?  What might the author be saying?

· What tone has the author used? Is the author communicating amusement, anger, affection, sorrow, contempt, sympathy, admiration, …

After finishing the novel write a second (or third) response. Reread your own responses and see if any of your views have changed. Be prepared to talk about your novel in class.  You will be asked to discuss some of the above questions with your peers.

· Can your recommend the novel? Would you like to read another novel by the same author or about the same topic?

Language Work

List of Personal Errors:

Please check your homework (Quarter 1) and your test and collect your common grammar errors. Correct them according to the handout 'Correcting a test'. Keep an ongoing list in your folder (grammar category). 

Grammar Practice:

In order to improve your language skills you will be required to do a few grammar exercises regularly. Please do at least half an hour of concentrated grammar work whenever it says "Grammar Practice" in the homework column of your timetable. Choose exercises from Murphy or choose some sheets from our grammar review box. Check your test errors and homework errors and work on your weakest categories. Collect all the grammar exercises in your folder (use a dividing sheet and open a new grammar practice category). Keep a list of all the exercises you do in Murphy. Bring your grammar work to class regularly to get it checked and to discuss it with our native speaker assistants.

Vocabulary Practice:

Please open a new vocabulary category in your folder (use a dividing sheet). Choose 3- 5 new words or expressions that you would like to remember every week. Choose vocab. from any of the texts you read (your novel, the indep. study articles, your old homework, other subjects…). Write a meaningful sentence into your folder and choose a suitable study technique from the 'Vocabulary Connection' handout. If you decide to do a semantic field, one such field is enough (not 3-5).

Assessment: You can earn up to 20 P for your ongoing Grammar/Error and Vocab. work. I will collect your folders to check how much work you have done. Make use of this category. It helps you in two ways: You learn a lot and will get better grades on your test and papers. In addition you can earn easy points just for doing the exercises. Isn't that a good category to improve your final grade? 

Independent Study:

In your independent study you are required to find your own topic and to narrow it down so that you can write a meaningful persuasive essay about it. You will have to find 2-3 short texts about your topic (internet, newspapers, magazines, library) and extract the information that is relevant for your essay. Then you will plan your essay (outline or diagram) and write a first draft according to the essay writing guidelines. We will have peer conferences that will help you spot the weaknesses of your essay. Eventually you will be asked to revise your essay for content and edit the language mistakes. Hand in a project package containing all your sources, your notes, your outline, your draft and peer comments, and your final copy of the essay. Please add a  short  self-reflection about your work on the project. Reflect upon the following questions: Why did I choose this topic? What went especially well? What was most difficult? What would I do differently next time? What have I learned in this project?

Assessment: The whole project is worth up to 30 points. Both, the process and the final paper will be assessed.

English Year 6

Quarter 1 / 2 periods

Short Story

In this quarter we are going to read a variety of short stories, find out what makes a short story a "short story" and then try our hand at writing our own. This will be a good starting point for studying the techniques writers use to create interesting and original literature. You will also work with your new monolingual dictionary.

In order to plan your work very efficiently and avoid sudden problems with time-management and last minute papers I have laid out the whole quarter in detail. Look at the following timetable and highlight all the deadlines. Note them in your agenda. The deadlines on the timetable are really meant to be DEADlines,  our efficient work in class depends strongly upon your having done the required homework. I have distributed the work evenly over the quarter to avoid a work overload at the end of the quarter. Please, in your own interest,  do your work regularly as required.
