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Christmas – Glossary

annual adjective 

happening once a year:

an annual conference/festival/holiday

artificial adjective 

not natural or real, but made by people:

artificial flowers/fur/snow

average noun [count] 
an amount that is calculated by adding several numbers together and dividing the total by the number of things that you added together

bound adjective 

something that is bound to happen will almost certainly happen:

If you have problems at home, it's bound to affect your work.

celebrate verb 

to do something enjoyable in order to show that an occasion or event is special:

Let's have a party to celebrate.
Celsius noun [uncount]

a system for measuring temperature in the metric system
common adjective 

happening frequently, or existing in large amounts or numbers:

Today smog is a common occurrence in many major cities.

consume verb 

to eat or drink something

cream noun [uncount] 

a thick yellowish-white liquid that is taken from the top of milk

degree noun [count] 
a unit for measuring temperature, that is often shown as a number followed by the symbol degree:

It will probably be a few degrees colder by the weekend.

depend verb 

if one thing depends on another, it is changed or affected by the other thing:

Their future depends on how well they do in these exams.

display verb 

to put something in a particular place so that people can see it easily:

She displayed some of her paintings at the local arts festival.

estimate noun [count] 
an amount that you guess or calculate by using the information that is available:

The figure mentioned is just a rough estimate.

excited adjective 

very happy and enthusiastic because something good is going to happen:

I was so excited I couldn't sleep.

festival noun [count]

a day or period when there is a public holiday, often to celebrate a religious event:

the Hindu festival of Holi

figure noun [count] 

a number that has been counted or calculated:

This year's sales figures were excellent.

fir noun [count]

a tree with thin sharp leaves that do not fall off in winter

form noun 

the particular way in which something appears or exists:

The information is also available in electronic form.

gift noun [count] 

something that you give to someone as a present:

He bought gifts for everyone.

guarantee verb 

to make it certain that something will happen or will exist:

We can't guarantee that you will get the cheapest fare possible.

have something/anything to do with something to be connected with something:

The problem had something to do with his mother.
hemisphere noun [count]

one half of the Earth

image noun [count] 
a picture, especially one in a mirror or on a computer, television, or cinema screen:

Images of Germany appeared on the screen.

Jesus Christ 

the man on whose ideas Christianity is based

minority noun [count] 

a group of people or things that forms less than half of a larger group:

Women are in the minority in the top ranks of government.

more or less phrase
almost:

The team is more or less the same as it was last season.

real adjective 

not false or artificial:

Is that a real diamond?

Santa Claus 

an imaginary man with a long white beard and a red suit who brings presents for children at Christmas

sight noun [count] 

a person or thing that you see that has a particular feature:

Windmills are a common sight in this part of the country.

sleepless adjective

without sleep, or unable to sleep:

a sleepless night

strawberry noun [count]

a small soft red fruit with a lot of very small seeds on its skin

suggest verb 

to make people think that something exists or is true:

Evidence suggests a link between asthma and pollution.
vary verb 

if things vary, they are different from each other:

Rooms vary in size but all have a television and a telephone.
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
