I told you about the Graz rally that Emi and I made last year for the French exchange students. Our concept was that each group (made up of 3,4 or 5 Americans and one Austrian) begins at a different station and receives the first questions. We have different stations and at each one 2 Austrians are waiting to give them the next questions. The idea is that each group is answering questions or fulfilling tasks by asking passengers for help while a different group is at another station. At the end everyone should meet on the Schloßberg which is the last station where some Austrians are waiting with some ice for everyone. The first group gets a special price.
In the first document you will find the first questions (depending on the first station of the group) each group receives. In the second doc. you will find the different question that need to be answered and the different tasks that need to be fulfilled. The last doc. is just about the questions that the Americans will be asked at the Murinsel.
It worked very well last year and I think the exchange students really enjoyed it.
