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Individual Task:
Choose one object (sculpture pop art painting etc) from the department of  Art Expressionism and Pop Art  and do the following tasks:
· Take a picture of your object.
· Describe the object, write the description down on the back of the sheet. 
· Think about line, color, texture, pattern, and shape. Can you figure out what it is made of, or how it was made?
· What do you know about this object? What is familiar? What is unfamiliar?
· What questions would you like to ask about this object? Can you guess at the answers to any of them?


Group Tasks:
In groups of 2 – 4 students, explore the MOMA and fulfill the following tasks by taking (mobile-phone)-pictures:
· Find at least one work of art on each floor that you like – individually (need not be the same for all members of the group)
