Make-up work for session I:

Do the work carefully. Write in full sentences and clearly legible handwriting or type your answers. Proofread each answer before moving on to the next one.

1. Go to p. 3 in your package. Before reading the poem “Mannahatta” jot down all the associations and images you have when you think of Manhattan. (do this in the margin on the right)

Then read the poem and underline all the images that still hold true. 

Write a 100 word comment comparing Whitman’s Manhattan (around 1870) with the modern Manhattan that you have experienced. 

2. Read p. 7 (extract 2): Breakfast at Tiffany’s

Think of your walk along 5th Avenue, the expensive shops…

Compare your own impression with that of Holly Golightly. How does the glitz and glamour of Tiffany’s affect Holly? How did it affect you?
Write about 100 words.

3. Read p. 9 -  12, “The Crack-up” and highlight important passages

· Write a 50 word summary of the story.

· In what way is the story typical of the roaring twenties and the early 30s in New York? Write about 100 words.

· Make sure you understand the importance of the following details: prohibition, speakeasies, lost generation, the dull distant crash, 

· Why does Fitzgerald talk about New York as the “lost city”? What has he lost?

4. Read Dorothy Parker’s poems and recap the info about the Algonquin Hotel and the Round Table…

Read the story “Diary of a New York Lady”, then sum up Dorothy Parker’s opinion of New York society in the twenties and thirties. Write about 100 words and give a few concrete examples from the text to support your argument.

Tasks for session II

1. Sharing observation notes and collecting ideas for short stories and poems:
Read the instructions for the “Snapshots project”. Make an outline for a story based on your observation. Discuss your outline with Mr. Wardell.

Write your short story at home by May 18th. 

Do tasks 2-4 carefully and efficiently. You have about 60 minutes to do them. Afterwards random speakers will be asked to present their results to the plenary. Take additional notes during the plenary discussion.
2. Times Square: Imagine you are standing on Times Square (at day or night). Jot down all your associations for about 5 minutes. (sounds, smells, images, feelings…)

Read extract 6, On the Road and highlight interesting passages. Then compare your notes and impressions with those of Sal Paradise.

Share and discuss your ideas with a partner, then take some notes to remember the content of your discussion. (about 50 words)

3. Nik Cohn: The heart of the world

· Read the info about the beginnings of Broadway and highlight important parts.
 Then write a 200 word summary of the text. 
· What is your impression of P.T. Barnum? How does Nik Cohn characterize him and what does that say about Broadway entertainment?

· What is your opinion of Broadway entertainment?

4. Read the poem by Donald A. Bullard on p. 21. Then write one brief comment for each line. In your comment say what you SEE,  HEAR or FEEL when you read the line.

If you do not understand a line or cannot conjure up an image, write a question – but a specific one. 

e.g.: 
1: I see lots of people coming out of the trains…there is a crowd…it must be noisy, they are pushing and shoving

2: Are they all the same then? Or is Bullard saying that even if they all look different (races…) they are all made in His own image and therefore equal?

After finishing this task you may meet with Mr. Wardell and discuss the poem in a small group.
