SUGGESTED ITINERARY

Monday 27th April

Coach to arrive at EAC, Queen Street, Edinburgh @ 08:45 hrs.

Meet driver from Ochils Tours and board coach.

Depart Edinburgh meeting point @ 09:00 hrs.

Visit Rosslyn Chapel @ 09:30 hrs (one hour).

Drive to Loch Lomond and stop at Luss (45 minutes)

Drive across the Arrochar Alps, stopping at Inveraray @ approx 13:45 hrs.

Depart Inveraray @ 14:30 hrs and drive to Oban.

Stop at supermarket to buy food (if required), before arriving at Oban Youth Hostel @

approx. 16:00hrs.

Free time to explore Oban on foot.

Adults: £7.50 (seven pounds fifty pence sterling) per person

Students: £6.00 (six pounds sterling) per person

Oban Youth Hostel is situated within easy walking (10 minutes) of the town centre, where the

group can easily find places to have dinner. For those who prefer, we can stop at a

supermarket in town to buy provisions and the hostel has its own cooking facilities.

Tuesday 28th April

Depart Oban Youth Hostel @ 09:00 hrs.

Take ferry to island of Mull, arriving at Craignure at approx. 10:35 hrs.

Drive across Mull to arrive at Fionnphort at approx. midday to catch foot passenger

ferry to the island of Iona.

Have lunch on Iona and spend time exploring the island on foot.

At approx. 15:00 hrs catch return ferry from Iona to Fionnphort.

Drive back across Mull to catch return ferry from Craignure to Oban, departing at

17:00 hrs.

Arrive back at Oban Youth Hostel at approx. 18:00 hrs.

The island of Mull is one of the islands of the Inner Hebrides. It is rugged and wild, home to

plenty of wildlife and has plenty of beautiful scenery. The drive to Fionnphort is quite

spectacular.

The tiny island of Iona is where St Columba founded a monastery and helped bring

Christianity to Scotland. Whilst a visit to the monastery is possible (cost £4.70 for adults and

£3.70 for students), most people choose to walk and explore the island and its beaches. It is

small enough to walk from one side of the island to the other, and back again, in the time we

would visit. The location is both peaceful and beautiful.

All Austrian school groups we have taken to Iona have really enjoyed their day.

The total cost for return ferry and foot passengers to Mull, plus return foot passengers to Iona

is £525.82.

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Wednesday 29th April

Depart Oban Youth Hostel @ 09:00 hrs.

Drive up coast road and have 10 minute photo stop in Glencoe.

Stop at Glencoe Visitor Centre (coffee, toilets, shop) for approx. 15 minutes.

Drive to Glenfinnan (stop for 30 minutes)

Lunch stop in Fort William @ approx. 12:45 hrs.

Depart Fort William at 13:45 hrs and drive to Loch Ness.

Visit Loch Ness 2000 Exhibition at approx. 15:30 hrs.

Depart Loch Ness 2000 at approx. 16:30 hrs and drive to Inverness.

Approx. arrival time at Inverness Youth Hostel: 17:00 hrs.

Glencoe is the site of an infamous massacre and a “must” stop for people visiting Scotland.

Glenfinnan is a remote and beautiful location where Bonnie Prince Charlie launched his claim

to the Scottish throne. It is also the site of the railway viaduct over which the train in the Harry

Potter films travels.

The Loch Ness 2000 exhibition explains all about Loch Ness and the surrounding area,

including tales of the “monster” and details of the scientific attempts to both find it and explain

what it might be. It also has a particularly popular shop with many affordable Scottish

souvenirs. The costs to visit are as follows:

Adults: £6.50 (six pounds fifty pence sterling) per person

Students: £5.50 (five pounds fifty pence sterling) per person

Inverness Youth Hostel is situated within easy walking (10 minutes) of the town centre, where

the group can easily find places to have dinner. For those who prefer, there is a supermarket

in town (only 5-10 minutes’ walk from the hostel) to buy provisions and the hostel has its own

cooking facilities.

Thursday 30th April

Depart Inverness Youth Hostel @ 09:00 hrs.

Stop at Queens View (local beauty spot) @ approx. 11:15 hrs (20 minutes).

Stop at Pitlochry at approx. 11:45 hrs for lunch and to go putting.

Depart Pitlochry at 13:45 hrs and drive to distillery.

Visit Glenturret Distillery (Famous Grouse Experience) at approx. 15:00 hrs.

Depart distillery @ 16:30 hrs and stop at supermarket in Crieff to buy food for the

evening.

Approx. arrival time at Comrie Croft Youth Hostel: 17:15 hrs.

Queens View is a local beauty spot, overlooking Loch Tummel. Well worth the visit for a

photo or two!

Glenturret Distillery is Scotland’s oldest distillery and one of its smallest distilleries. The tour

is very well recommended and costs £8.50 (eight pounds fifty pence sterling) per person.

A stop at the supermarket in Crieff will be essential, as Comrie Croft Youth Hostel is not in a

town and there is nowhere near to go out and get an evening meal.
