Including visuals in a story always helps. But including your own pictures in your own story, empathizes the personal (valuable) message. The pictures really set the scene for the audience and in my opinion, having self-taken pictures is the best thing you can do. Non-professional, imperfect pictures highlight the individuality of your story. Just go through old family albums or phone your grandparents. Depending on your topic, just grab your phone and take the pictures by yourself.
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
