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Work in pairs or groups of three.  Put the info-cards on the desk  so you can all see them well. Put all the other cards face down on the desk.
One player picks up the first card and reads it out.
For example: Romeo and Juliet was …written by… 
You will have to use your own verbs to complete the sentences meaningfully.
Both players try to find the matching info card  on the desk and complete the sentence. 
Then player 2 reads picks up the next card…
Note: this is not a competitive game. Work as a team and see if you can find all the matching pairs.
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
