We have had this car for over 10 years.

We have had this car since September.

We got this car in September.

I am here since Monday.

I have been here for 2 weeks.

He’s lived in London since 8 years.

She worked at GIBS for 10 years, then she moved to England.

How long are you waiting?

How long have you been waiting?

We’ve known each other for over 10 years.

He hasn’t arrived yet.

Have you ever been to Paris?

Did you ever see the Eiffel Tower?
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
