ACTIONS:     Adverbs GAMES
1. Work with a partner. Use only the small cards. Put all the cards on your desk face down. Play “memory” and try to find the opposites.
2. Use the big “questionnaire” card. Write 10 sentences using the adverbs on the card. Some of these sentences should be true, some imaginary. Your partner will then have to guess which are true and which are imaginary. Write your sentences on a separate sheet of paper.
3. Now work with another pair (groups of 3-4). Use both the small cards and the picture cards. Deal out each pack separately so that each player has both small and picture cards. The first player selects a picture card and asks: How would you…? The other players now try to use one of their small cards and produce a meaningful answer. If the answer is accepted by the group both players discard (put down) their cards.
Try to get rid of all your cards – the player who does this first is the winner.
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
