Workshop Activities:

Work in small groups and try out the following games and activities. 

	Pictures showing changes

(present perfect tense for changes and completion)
	Work with a partner: Student A describes picture A without showing it to B. B interrupts and describes the changes that have been made in the meantime. 

	Fortune-teller 

(Will future)
	Work with a partner or in a small group and take turns being the fortune-teller. (Instructions on worksheet)

	Interpreting signs 

(Going to...)
	Take turns predicting what’s going to happen...

	The Mobius Strip
(Routines, present simple)
	Make your own Mobius strip. Write about your typical day or week.

	If-chain
(second conditionals)
	Work in groups of 3. Use the colored cards (A,B,C). The game is played like vocab-threes. The same game could be played with 3rd conditionals. Just write new sentences.
Tip: do not mix the different types of if-clauses. Practice the same type again and again to give students a chance to form their own patterns!

	If-game 

(second conditionals)


	Read the instructions carefully and try out the game with your group members. Note, that usually the game is played with the whole class.

	Why Not?

(Second conditionals)
	Work in a small group and use the cards on the teacher’s desk.

	Manner Mimes

(Adverbs)
	Cardgame, groups of 3-4

	Snakes and Ladders
(common errors)
	Small groups, play the boardgame and correct the errors. (50% of the sentences contain errors). If in doubt, call the teacher.
