Present Perfect Tense - Notion Experience
“I have … I have never … “
Take small cards. On each of them is a national flag, a thing or something else. The pupils should go together in groups of 3 or 4. Then one after the other picks one card. 
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If the statement you pick is true for yourself tell your group members some more details about your experience. This may lead to a group discussion about how different students experienced the same thing (e.g. a holiday stay in Italy) 
For example: “I have been to Italy twice. Last year I went there with my best friend and we stayed for 5 days. We stayed in a nice hotel and enjoyed amazing food every day.” Or “I have had my cat since I was 12 years old. The cat’s name is Kitty and she is black with a white dot in the middle of her chest.” 
If the statement is not true just say for example: “I have never eaten sushi.” 
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
