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[bookmark: _Toc485976291]Traditional vs. communicative Grammar- a speech

Ladies and gentlemen, colleges and parents!	Comment by Poelzleitner Elisabeth: colleagues
I am here today to present to you and in case of my colleges to urge you to use a different approach to teaching grammar in our school. The communicative approach.

Traditional grammar teaching, as it is practiced in our classrooms today, has a lot of disadvantages which mainly harm our students. Forcing them to learn rules by heart and to name linguistic concepts which they will not use and need in the future, has turned our English lessons into a source of confusion and many wasted afternoons for the students, spent trying to learn a language as if it consisted of mathematical formulas. And we all know how we LOVED those. 

Sorry to all Math teachers who are here today by the way, but I hope you understand that our two subjects should be taught differently.

Language is meant to be used to communicate, not to solve a theoretical problem. Unfortunately, theoretical problems are more often than not everything we offer to the students as exercises and especially testing materials. (he shows the following example on the projector)

To give an example, nobody cares about the mysterious “he” in the first sentence. Who is “he”? Someone the student knows? No. Is the situation something the student has to deal with? Maybe, if he ate too many cheap snacks in the break, but then he wouldn’t call himself “he”. Let me use this simple exercise to demonstrate to you why a traditional approach hinders language learning.

In traditional teaching, we tend to tell the students the theory of a new grammar topic first. With “theory”, I mean when and how to form a certain type of sentence or phrase. In the case shown here, a traditional teacher would explain to the students how to form a “conditional” sentence first, and that there are three main types of conditional sentence, which all need to be constructed in a certain way. Let me show you a typical explanation offered to students in printed form.
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By first showing students this handy guide on how to construct a conditional sentence and then giving them the before shown exercise, they may manage to produce grammatically correct sentences, but they will not be able to use the language taught to express their own thoughts and feelings, something language is actually meant to do. Instead, they will get proficient in filling out empty spaces with the correct words required; it is like a crossword, only without all the fun. As tempting and fast as it may be, language cannot be taught and tested with formulas, which turn sentences into something that needs to be constructed. It needs to be taught with much more connection to the reality of everyday speech production.

But how can this be done, you may ask. Well, first we need to drop the focus on “rules” and “formulas” when teaching. Instead, the reason for producing a certain sentence or, as Newby calls it the “notion” should be the center of attention. Let me give you an example: Instead of telling the students how to construct a Conditional 1 sentence, we tell them that it can be used to warn a friend of theirs about future consequences of their actions. We then offer them an example and a fitting situation. For instance: “Your friend tells you that he wants to cheat on the exam in the next lesson- you want to warn him that your teacher will give him a negative mark if he catches him, so you would say: If you cheat, you will fail the test”. 

This simple example raises the students’ awareness much better than any formula ever could. They also start to build a concept in their head, about how to warn someone about future consequences. What comes next is training or proceduralization, which means the students need to repeatedly use the newly acquired form, but not to complete meaningless sentences. Instead, the teacher using the communicative approach may offer them an exercise in which two pictures are shown, showing an action and a negative consequence, without giving the required words. They can now prepare and then tell each other the warnings, using much more of their brainpower than before, because they do not have to fill simple blank spaces, but instead form real, meaningful sentences. 
This would then naturally go on with different, more creative exercises, always requiring the students’ to use the language until the notion and the language to use for it are fixed in their brains, and they can perform it in real life situations.

Of course, the communicative approach also brings some problems with it. Many critics legitimately mention that it needs a lot more time than the traditional studying of rules. They are correct. For a teacher, it is faster to just give students the formulas required and then test them with prepackaged exercises. In addition, as you may have found out, notions split the Grammar into much more parts that have to be taught independently from each other to have an effect. However, our job dear colleagues, is not to be as fast as possible, but instead to make it possible for our students to express themselves in the language we teach. More importantly, they also should be able to do it after leaving the classroom and without the carefully prepared exercises we offer them.

To sum up: the communicative approach may be slower and require more work from us, the teachers, but it is also more effective, prepares the students better for real life situations and, perhaps most importantly, is much more fun for them as well as for us. So let us all leave mathematical formulas where they belong: in Math lessons, and instead be more communicative and creative.Yes, this is a refreshing presentation full of good arguments.

[bookmark: _Toc485976293]Lesson 1

The teacher enters the class, greets the students and begins the lesson by introducing the topic. 
He tells the students that they are going to talk about things that could have happened differently in the lesson today and tells a little story about himself and that he had almost overslept on that morning.
He then writes the sentence “If I had heard the alarm, I wouldn’t have gotten up so late.” on the board. 

He then tells the students that of course his little story is rather boring and that they will therefore listen to a much more exciting one by Adele now. (He also asks the class if they know Adele already and lets a student explain to the ones who don’t, who she is-or does it himself if nobody wants to);

· First Task

· The students listen to the song “If it hadn’t been for love” by Adele and take notes about what the singer never would have done if she had not met her lover. They can compare their results in pairs. The song should only be played once in this phase.

· Task 2

· Every student gets the Exercise 1 sheet. It contains the lyrics of the song minus the verbs they had to try to note in the first task. They are now given some minutes to work together and to add the missing words.

· “Debriefing”

· Students are asked to give their solutions, if there is a lot of confusion the song can also be played again. The teacher can ask questions like “Do you think Adele is happy about what happened?” “Was it good that she met her lover?” etc., to make it clear that in this case, the cond. 3 serves to express regret.

[bookmark: _Toc485976295]Analysis of Task 1 and Task 2

	Learning Stage
	The two activities and the introduction of the teacher are awareness raising. They confront the students with the tenses and forms used in the conditional 3 for the first time and also show them why it is used (the notion of regret). The exercises of course also support conceptualization because the forms are repeated often and help students to get a feeling for them.

	Depth of processing 
	By listening and at the same time taking notes, the students need to concentrate attentively on the lyrics of the song. The fill in activity lets them then use their acquired knowledge about the lyrics. In the debriefing they are also asked to analyze the meaning of the lyrics, connecting them to past experiences and to the real world.

	Commitment filter
	Students will be interested, because they have the opportunity to work with a famous song by a famous artist. Instead of just filling out meaningless sentences they get to actively work on a piece of art and together with their classmates.

	Social interaction
	Doesn’t play a large role in these first tasks, but the students nevertheless can work together with their neighbors to check and improve their results.

	Personalisation
	Mostly plays a role in the debriefing-part, because here students have the opportunity to connect personal experiences to the song lyrics.

	Testing vs. teaching
	This exercise and all its parts should only be used to teach, because they require only a basic knowledge of the third conditional- it should serve as a first contact with the subject matter.

	Learning Stage
	The first part of the exercise helps the students to proceduralize the conditional 3 under scaffolded conditons. it also, through repetition, helps them again to strengthen the concept in their minds. When acting out the dialogues with their own ideas speech performance becomes the main focus.

	Depth of processing 
	Students need to form their own sentences, by first just using pictures and then just using a given situation as a primer. They therefore need to use a lot of their knowledge.

	Commitment filter
	Working with funny examples makes it possible that students don’t even realize that they are just learning grammar. Cooperation additionally makes the exercise even more fun.

	Social interaction
	Students can talk to each other and try to solve each other’s imagined problems. 

	Personalisation
	The exercise is not personalized, but through their own examples students can bring their own experiences into it if they want

	Testing vs. teaching
	The first part of the exercise could be used to test the conditional 3, but both parts are also valid teaching tools.

	Learning Stage

	Depth of processing 
	Students are asked to first act out what they have written and therefore think about it more and afterwards have to come up with a solution for new problems whitch requires a lot of thought

	Commitment filter
	Being creative while envisioning solutions makes the exercise fun

	Social interaction
	Students can talk to each other and try to solve each other’s imagined problems. 

	Personalisation
	Through the invented problems and solutions the exercise becomes personalised

	Testing vs. teaching
	Should be used for teaching, because it’s meant to be acted out.

a.) Jason had gone into the city on foot
b.) Jason had not looked for his cap while driving
Person 2: 
a) Tracey had not been able to leave the store
b) Tracey had not heard the goose
Each person’s job is it then to imagine what would have changed in the story and put it into writing. The teacher can give one example like: “If Tracey had gone into the city on foot, he wouldn’t have listened to his favourite channel” He would have instead become bored while walking into the town and…”
The pairs then read their stories to each other and choose the funniest/most tragic/best one to present it to the class.
The best “what if” wins. (and can get displayed)
This is a creative writing task, which can require a lot of support of the “teams” by the teacher and a lot of time by the students, therefore nothing else should be planned for the lesson.



	Learning Stage
	Proceduralisation- students use a given story and sentences to produce their own cond 3 story with a different ending

	Depth of processing 
	Complex sentences need to be formed, based on given situations which have changed. A lot of thought is therefore required

	Commitment filter
	Splitting the story up into parts makes the students read it more carefully in order to find out the right combination. They are also free to be very creative in this lesson, which should also help

	Social interaction
	Students talk to their partners to present their little stories and also listen to the works of their peers. 

	Personalisation
	The exercise allows personal creative freedom. I

	Testing vs. teaching
	Using this exercise for testing is not recommended, because it requires a lot of interaction.

	Coming up with funny “blames” for the partner as well as acting the quarrel out is very motivating

	Social interaction
	Students work with each other, talk to each other and listen to the dialogues of their peers 

	Personalisation
	Students can come up with solutions for problems they might be faced with in real life

	Testing vs. teaching
	Should be used for teaching, but can also be modified for testing (leaving out the acting part and letting one student write the whole conversation)

	The situations need to be thought through first, all possibilities aren’t obvious on first sight, therefore it requires more thought than a simple fill-in exercise.

	Commitment filter
	Creative students are able to come up with different solutions than the obvious ones, otherwise this exercise is a simple revision of things already learned and doesn’t really require a lot of commitment.

	Social interaction
	Can be completed alone 

	Personalisation
	Not personalised

	Testing vs. teaching
	Can be used for testing and teaching- for teaching solutions should be compared in a further lesson (it can also be used as a reason for interaction between students)
